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search work for at least two years or has
practical  experience in a  research
laboratory/organisation, on the condition that
he will have to obtain a Doctor's; degree or
given evidence of research work of equivalent
high standard within five years of his ap-
pointment, failing which he will not be able to
earn future increments until he fulfils these
requirements.

Subsequently, the University Grants
Commission suggested in October, 1977 the
following qualifications in the guidelines for
appointment to the posts of Readers and
Professors:—

Reader

Good academic record with a doctoral
degree or equivalent published work.
Evidence of being actively engaged in (i)
research or (ii) innovation in teaching
methods or (iii) production of teaching
materials.

About five years' experience of teaching
and/or research provided that at least three of
these years were as Lecturer or in an
equivalent position.

This condition may be relaxed in the case
of candidates with outstanding research work.

Professor

An eminent scholar with published work of
high quality actively engaged in research.
Ten years' experience of teaching and/or
research. Experience of guiding research at
doctoral level

OR

An outstanding scholar with established
reputation who has made significant
contribution to knowledge.

The qualifications prescribed by the
Commission for the posts of Lecturers are by
and large being followed by all the Central
Universities except the University of Delhi
and J.N.U. in case of Associate Fellows.
