The revised project estimates since
approved are Rs. 1318.50 lakhs, An
amount of Rs. 1304 lakhs has so far
actually been spent on the project.

The ultimate capacity of the project
is 2 lakh tonneg per annum. Ag one
of the raw milly is being presently
used as a cement mill and only 350
per cent of the requirement of power
is available, the present production
capacity of the project for practical
purpose can be reckoned only at 1
lakh tonnes per annum. Against this,
the unit produceq a quantity of 82,000
tonnes of cement during the year
1977-178,

According to the Cement Corpora-
tion of India, 13 million tonnes of
cement grade limestone and one
million  tonne of blendable grade
limestone will be available ay Dillai
Parbat area of this factory. Accord-
ing to the Indian Bureau of Mites,
additional reserves of 23 million
tonneg of cement grade limestone
would also be available in Kwoilajan,
about 8 Kms. from Dillai Parbat. The
