SHRI U. K. LAKSHMANA
GOWDA; Sir, the list provided by the State
Governments gives the names of only
Government hospitals. As Dr. Siddhu said,
there are lot of private hospitals which are
doing admirable work and they need substan-
tial grant from the Central Government. For
example, from Tamil Nadu, Christian Medical
College Hospital at Vellore which is one of the
foremost cancer hospitals of the country is left
out of this list, i understand that special grants
were provided by the Central Government for
cancer treatment and those grants mainly go to
the metropolitan cities like Bombay, Calcutta
and other places and the smaller places like
Bangalore, Manga-lore and other such places
are not getting sufficient Central aid for cancer
treatment. I also understand, Sir, that many of
the private institutions like the Karnataka
Medical Trust, which have been formed with
experts on cancer treatment, are not getting
sufficient Central aid Horn the Cent-ial
Goverment even though they are able to get
some aid from the foreign countries. I would
like to know from the hon. Minister whether
he would consider making substantial grants
available to the private institutions and medical
Trusts which are able to provide substantial
cancer treatment apart from the Government
institutions.

would like to say that as far as the treatment of
cancer in Delhi is concerned, we have this
institute of nuclear research where the army

authorities do provide the necessary treatment.
I would like to know from
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the hon. Minister whether he would look into
the fact that even the minimum facilities have
been withdrawn to the person who is
completely involved in research as far as this
institute is concerned. If 1 may mention, the
telephone at the house of one Col.
Lakshmipathi has been disconnected by the
Government in the name of economy. This
person is doing research and he is looking
after the institute. The telephone at his re.
sidence has been disconnected in the name of
economy. I also understand that at the moment
there is a move to transfer him out of Delhi
because he has been there so long in this de-
partment. Sir, I feel that research in this
subject cannot be finished in two or three
years and such people should not be subject to
the normal transfer every three years if they
are to serve the public and carry on their work.
I would, therefore, like to know from the hon.
Minister whether he would look into this
complaint and see that the necessary facilities
are provided to the people involved in
research work.

MR. CHAIRMAN; You have brought it to
his notice. He will look into it.

SHRI LAKSHMANA MAHAPATRO: Sir,
the impression goes round that whenever the
doctors are not able to treat a patient, they
declare that the disease that he suffers from is
cancer. The impression also goes round that
cancer is not detected at all in the initial
stages and that it is not detected till it is very
late in the day, till it is in an advanced stage.
Therefore, I would like to know from the hon.
Minister whether the Government have set up
any machinery so far, whether they have any
machinery to find out the number of persons
suffering from cancer, who are in the initial
stage, who are about to die .

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SHRI B. N. BANERIJEE; Sir, it is seen from
the list which has been laid on the Table of
the House by the hon, Minister that Delhi has
seven such institutions which treat cancer
patients. But Bihar which has more
population and cancer patients, has only two,
U.P. has five, West Bengal has seven and so
on. Though it is a fact that health is a State
subject, the hon. Minister is the Minister of
Health and he has been doling out money to
the States by way of grants or other-lor the
purpose of medical treatment. Would the hon.
Minister take care to see that there are
hospitals or places for treatment of cancer
patients in places where there are none? Will
they give grants accordingly, and also see that
the hospitals are not located in the capitals or
in a capital like Delhi but also in some other
cities?
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PROF. D. P. CHTTOPADHYAYA: 1
understand the Government have taken a
decision not to export frogs,, rats, monkeys
and other animals for use in experiments
abroad. I would like to know from the hon.
Minister ther the same uniform policy is
being applied also in the case of cancer re-
search institutes in the country, because as a
lover of animals I appreciate this policy of not
exporting living animals. But if the same
principle is applied to the case of research
institutes in the country, it jeopardise in a
very big way cancer detection and curative
pro-g7-ammes in progress. I would i.ike to
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know the considered view of the hon.
Minister.
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SHRIMATI LEELA DAMODARA
MENON: The Minister has given a list of
hospitals where there are arrangements for
cancer treatment.-. I would like to ask the hon.
Minister whether he is aware in how many
hospitals there are working arrangements,
because either the equipment is bad or there is
no proper radiologist. In many hospitals,
working arrangements are hardly possible.
Would the hon. Minister please see that there
is proper arrangement for such treatment and
the equipment and proper personnel are there
so that the treatment is continued? There are
already many surveys done in many areas
regarding cancer, and I would like to ask what
follow-up has been made and whether the
reports on surveys have been considered by
the Government and whether arrangements for
the treatment, where there is a lot of incidence
of cancer, are there.
