As
Dr. Siddhu said, there are lot of pri-
vate hospitals which are doing ad-
mirable work and they need substan-
tial grant from the Central Govern-
ment. For example, from Tamil Naduy,
Christian Medical College Hospital at
Vellore which is one of the foremost
cancer hospitals of the country is left
out of this list. 1 understand that
special grants were provided by the
Central Government for cancer treat-
ment and those grants mainly go to
the metropolitan cities like Bombay,
Calcutta and other plages and the
smaller places like Bangalore, Manga-
lore and other such places are not
getting sufficient Central aid for can-
cer treatment. I alsp understand, Sir,
that manhy of the private institutions
like the Karnataka Medical Trust,
which have peen formed with experts
on cancer treatment, are not getting
sufficient Central aid fyom the Cent-
ral Goverment even though they are
zble to get some aid from the foreign
countries. I would like to know from
the hon., Minister whether he would
consider making substantial grants
available to the private institutions
and medical Trusts which are able to
provide substantial cancer treatment

apart from the Government institu-
tions.
