the meeting on 11th March, 1978 bet-
ween the Prime Minister and Mr.
Wang Ping_nan, leader of the Chinese
Delegation which was visiting India
at the invitation of the All-India Dr.
Kotnis Memorial Committee, the bor-
der question came up briefly for dis.
cussion. It was agreed that all out-
ctending issues, including the border
guestion, should be solveg through
negotiations and only through peace-
{51 means on the basis of Panchsheel.

Since the above mentioned meeting
no further exchanges have taken place
between the two Governments on this
issue.

We are taking all
steps to improve our relations. And
if the hon. Member wants, I can cate-
gorise the number of steps that we
have taken to improve our relations.
I hope Mr. Chairman will bear with
me—when z Chinege delegation came
here, with great warmth they were
received here. The Prime Minister
received them; the Minister of Exter-
nal Affairs received them. You, your-
self ag Vice-President, hosted a ban-
quet for them. It was a high-powered
delegation. We were taking various
steps to improve our bilateral rela-
tions.

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SHRI G. LAKSHMANAN: Sir,
recently when the Chinese delegation
visited India, the leader of the dele-
gation is supposed to have said that
they should not look backwards and
they should look forwards. May I
know from the Minister as to what he
meant and whether the policy of the
‘Government of India also is not to
look backwards with regard to our
reiationship with China but look for-
wards as has been stated by the leader
of the Chinese delegation?

SHRI MORARJI R. DESAI: May I
say he had a talk with me? There is
no question of not looking backwards
or looking forwards, We have to
look both backwards and forwards
to take account of everything.

SHRI ARVIND GANESH KUL-
KARNI: Sir, in view of the reports
which have come out in the press
and particularly in view of what he
has just now stated, the accepted
policy of the Government of India as
regards non-alignment is being friend-
ly with neighbourly countrieg and
being friendly even with those
countries which are unfriendly, to
show them that we have got deep
respect for Panchsheel or whatever
policy is there. But, taking an over-
all view, particularly of the fact that
in this country democracy has been
restored after 19 months of black
regime, I would say thig is a demo-
cracy which has to be nursed. The
mention of dinners by Vice-Presi-
dent or Foreign Minister is diplomatic
protoco] and I am not interested in
that. I want to know from the Prime
Minister specifically that while on the
one hand this is our policy, on the
other hand the political environment is
such that China ig encouraging hosti-
lities in Mizoram and Nagaland by
training guerillas. Taking a view
of all this, let wus not fall prey to
bhai-bhai feeling which we had ear-
lier practised at a great cost. I want
to know what steps the Government
is taking to arrest al] these possibi-
lities and whether a view has been
taken.

Dominalai and 596 in Orissa mines.
The precise number of workers who
may have to be laid off in iron ore
mines will depend upon the actual
shipments to Japan and other coun-
tries.

(b) The main reasons are the slump
in export demand for iron ore due to
acute recession in the world steel
industry, particularly in Japan; heavy
build up of iron ore stocks at the
mines/rail heads and ports in India
and mechanisation of mines which
had been done before,.

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA: I5 it a
fact the Hon. Minister some time back
made a statement that about one lakh
casual workers, or whatever you call
them, would have to be retrenched
as a result of the policy pursued by
the Government? And is it also
not a fact that in the course of such
a policy being pursued, the Bailadila
tragedy took place? What step is the
Government going to take with a
view to stopping this kind of arbi-
trary, mass, callous and soulless ret-
renchment?

SHRI BIJU PATNAIK: Regarding
the law and order question to which
the hon. Member referred in the last
part of the question, it is a State sub-
ject and they have already appointed
a High Court Judge to go into that.
Therefore, I do not wish to comment
on that.

The other thing ig that if the word
‘depression’ continues in the steel
market in the fashion as it is, then
the people who are employed in hand-
mining operations, that is the workers
in the mines and other people who
are involved in the mining operations
like load-carriers, loaders in the
wagons or unloaders—for every mine-
worker there are three other people
who are engaged in other works like
loading and unloading—numbering
nearly 1,00,000 hands would be idle.
There is as yet no sign of improve-
