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Act of Parliament relating to the
Jawaharla] Nehru University and the
Delhi University has not been follow-
ed and under what authority and pro-
cedure these enquiries are taking
place. Under what regulation of the
Act of Parliament is this being done?

MR. CHAIRMAN: He has followed
you rquestion,

DR. V. P. DUTT: I am not sure; so
1 am making myself clear.

DR. PRATAP CHANDRA CHUN-
DER: I have already made it clear
that under the Act of Parliament cons-
tituting these Universities, only the
Visitor can hold an enquiry. But to
assist the Visitor, the Minister or the
Ministry can act. Now the Prime
Minijster has got the overall power nf
looking into the affairs of the Minis-
tries and by virtue of that power, he
hag taken upon himself this onerous
task of setling their problems. There-
fore, if the hon, Member insists on
asking under what authority this has
been done, I may say that there is no
clear-cut provision in the statute, but
there is a convention that the Visitor
is guided by the advice of the Minis.
try, ang therein the Prime Minister
also is connecteq with thet Ministry
stated.

I do not know what letter the hon.
Member is refering to. I am not
aware of any such letter and also whe-
ther on political grounds or whether
on the ground that one is a Marxist
or not, these endquiries have been
made. We are all aware that there
are a lot of complaints against both
these Universities and Dr. Govind Roy
Choudhury of the Delhi University,
cone of the oldest members of the Delhi
University, has sent a complaint to
the Shah Commission. The Shah Com-
mission has been seized of the matter.
With regard to the Jawaharlal Nehru
University, the Students’ Union made
a complaint. Now, beyond that, there
are other complaints also regarding
the day-to.day affairs of the Univer-
sity. The matter is being looked into
in a preliminary way.

SHRI N. G. RANGA: 8ir, this
question deals pecifically with arrears
payable to the cane.growers and it is
an all-India problem—not confined to
U P. and Bihar alone, Unfortuna-
tely, throughout, the Minister ang the
questioners confined their attention
to U.P. and Bihar alone, Now, in
view of the fact that these arrears go
on accumulating to the tune of Rs. 54
crores and they fing that some por-
tion of it is not being paid to the
growers on account of the so.called
inability on the part of the mill-own-
ers to identify the growers themselves,
would the Government take steps, le-
islative or administrative or both, to
see that s maximum period is fixed
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before which all the payments should
be made, that is, within two years,
and then whatever arrears remain to
be paid should be fundeq for the wel.
fare of the farmers and not given over
to the Government to be utilised as
they like?

SHRI BHANU PRATAP SINGH:
Sir, the arrears are not increaging. In
1973-74, an the last day of the sugar

season, that is, 30th September, the
arrears were Rs. 12.84 crores. In
1974-75 they were Rs. 23.73 crores.

In 1975-76 they came down to Rs. 14.0
crores and last year they were
Rs. 14.48 crores, So, it is not correct
to say that the arrears are increasing.
In terms of percentage it has been
2.7, 4, 2.8 and last year, only 2.5: So,
it is not correct to say that the arrears
are increasing. Nevertheless, we are
constantly vigilant and we keep on
reminding the State Governments. In
fact, since I have taken over, I keep
on checking the payments made by
individual factories ang write to the
Chief Ministers concerned that they
should look into the arrear position in
respect of certain factories. So I am as
much anxious to see that the farmers
are paid promptly. The second point
raised is that whatever is left unpaid
should not be utilised for general pur.
poses. This, we have said, should be
utilised for the development of cane.

SHRI N G RANGA: What is the
use? What I suggest is that it should
be fundeq for special welfare of the
cane growers, and not be utilised by
the Government according to their
wishes,
