Otherwise, why should they
become violent at the sight of the D.M.

Sir, I am iold that after this incident
terrible panic is spreading all over U.P.
This indicates the prevalence of un-
rest among labour and complete lack
of understanding between management
and labour th’ese days. Unless there
is peace in the industrial sector, it will
affect our national life in no small
measure. I also wish to point out that
whoeever is responsible for the mount-
ing 1iension, it ig a shame that poorly
paid staff of the indusiry and poor
workers have had to pay for it with
their lives on account of the wrong
handling of the situation.

Sir, I also want to point out to you
that this tragic event was not reported
by the Akashvani either last night or
this morning. ‘What I would like to ask
the Government is what immediate
steps it is taking to check this terrible
state of affairs.
