(a) The Government of India was
promoting organisation of cooperative
farming societies and providing finan-
cial assistance for it during the earlier
Plan periods upto 1968-69. On a re-
‘view of the progress achieved and the
difficulties in organising cooperative
farming, the Government of India dis~
continued the scheme of assistance,
The State Governments provide assis-
tance for cooperative farming societies
already organised and for new socie-
‘ties which may be organised on a vol-
untary basis,

(b) The area of land commanded

hectares forming 0.38 per cent of the
total net cultivated area. State-wise

(d) The problems of motivation and
organisation involved in cooperative
farming had not been successfully
solved on any significant scale. There-
fore, the emphasis is on providing
through multi-purpose cooperative so-
cieties the services required by agri-
culturists at the field level rather
than organising joint farming or col-
lective farming as such.

SINGH BARNALA): (a) to (¢) A
statement is laid on the Table of the

Statement

(&) Yes Sir, The Government of
West Bengal submitted 3 Memoran-
dum seeking funds for relief and re-
habilitation of the population affected
by floods.

(b) The Central Government de-
puted Central Teams three times to
make on-the-spot assessment of th=
situation and the requirements of the
State Government for advance Plan
assistance. On the basis of the re-
commendations of the Central Team
and the High Level Committee on
Relief, advance Plan assistance of
Rs. 88.93 crores has been sanctioned
to meet the additional expenditure
fecessitated by floods, The Central
Government have also  released
50,000 MT of wheat, 45,000 MT of rice
and 500 MT of masoor dal for distri-
bution as gratuitous relief.

(¢) In accordance with the existing
arrangements and policy being follow-
ed, Central assistance is to be given
in the form of advance Plan assitance
which is to be utilised for accelerat~
ing the on-going Plan works or for
undertaking new approved Plan works
which fit in the Plan priorities. How-
ever, adequate care ig taken see
that as a result of additional assistance
being given in the current year, there
was no adverse effect on the pace of
economic development of the State,

PROF. SOURENDRA BHATTA-
CHARJEE: Sir, since the question
wag put, the report of the Seventh
Finance Commissionr has been out and
in that report, quite a new formula
has been suggested regarding Central
assistance in case of natural calamities.
So far, the assistance has been given
on the basis of the recommendations
in this regard as embodied in the
Sixth Finance Commission. I would
like to know whether the question of
assistance has been reconsidered by
the Union Government in the light of
the recommendations of the Seventh
Finance Commission which have been
accepted by the Government of India.
Secondly, I would like to know whe-
ther the grants so far made or the
allocations so far made are final or
further assistance is uynder considera-
tion or contemplation,

SHRI SURJIT SINGH BARNALA:
Sir, the recommendations of the Seven-
th Finance Commission will apply
only from 1st of April 1979. So, for
the time being we could not wait for
the application of that and then allow
the assistance. The assistance is be-
ing given. Regarding the second part
of the question whether it is final o1
some more will be given, Sir, there
is no finality to this type of assistance
when there are cyclones, when there
are floods. If after some time some
more assistance is required I hope,
that will be made available,

PROF. SOURENDRA BHATTA-
CHARJEE: Sir, one clarificatien re-
garding the first part of the answer
given by the Minister. I did not say
that the Government of India could
