Information 
regarding the number of employees and estab-
lishments   is  not   available. 

(b) According to the Section 32(iv) of the 
Act. employees employed by an establishment 
engaged in any industry carried on by or under 
the authority of any department of the Central 
Government or a State Government or a local 
authority stand excluded. This legal position 
remains unchanged. 

(c) The Act has been amended very 
recently and no further changes are 
contemplated  for   the  present.]

t[THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY OF COMMUNICATIONS (SHRI 
NARHARI PRASAD SUKHDEO SAI): (a) 
The main reasons -of delay in publication of 
English edition of the Telephone directories 
have been— 

(i) difficulsi"s in supply of adequate 
quantities  of  suitable   paper;   and 

(ii) delays   caused   by   printers   and 
advertising agents. 

(b) In most of the telephone Districts and 
Telecom. Circles directories have been 
published. Publication has been delayed only in 
four Telephone Districts and three Telecom. 
Circles. As far as possible, delays are curtailed 
by strict monitoring and control through a time-
bound schedule various activities involved in 
the publication of directories. Because of 
difficulties in procurement and supply of 48 
C.S.M. paper, the Department has now 
switched over to 52 G.S.M. paper. For better 
co-ordination and supervision, tenders for 
printing are limited   to neighbourhood   
printers.]
