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funds for operation and maintenance of the assets. The matter is also
being pursued with the State Government of UP for adequate
provision of funds for operation and maintenance of assets. Operation
and maintenance of assets in West Bengal is generally satisfactory.

(iii) The State Governments have been asked to ensure continuous
supply of electricity for assets through dedicated feeders
wherever required.

(iv) To address the problem of microbial poliution, it has been
decided to adopt land based technologies for sewage treatment
wherever feasible or to use conventional technologies of sewage
disinfection.
