MR. CHAIRMAN: 1 have asked
Mr. Dwivedi to speak.

SHRI DEVENDRA NATH DWI-
VEDI: Mr. Chairman, Sir, it is with
a great deal of reluctance and a sense
of anguish and feeling of disgust that
I rise again to draw your attention
to the motion on which I am yet
awaiting your ruling. I will just in
two or three minutes make my sub-
mission and probably this will be my
last submission. Let others take up
the matter after that,

Sir, for the past several days, the
normal functioning of the House is
not being allowed due to the clumsi-
ness and obstinacy of the Leader of
the House and of the Government.
The manner in which...

DR. BHAI MAHAVIR (Madhya Pra-
desh): And it is not due to the Leader
of the Opposition?

SHRI DEVENDRA NATH DWI-
VEDI: 1t is not. I am expressing my
views,

DR. BHAI MAHAVIR: They say
they will not allow the House to
work. That is not obstinacy?

SHRI DEVENDRA NATH DWI-
VEDI: I am saying and I repeat that
if this Bouse has not been allowed to
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function, the sole responsibility must
be laid at the doors of the Leader of
the House and the Prime Minister.
Sir, it has cost the exchequer almost
Rs. 4 lakhs because of the obstinacy
and bull-headedness of the Govern-
ment. What is the issue Just there
are three points I would make and
then I conclude.

Yesterday, my senior colleague, Mr.
Piloo Mody, said that it is a question
of the Cabinet system, The Cabinet
system must be allowed to function.
Yes, the Cabinet system must be
allowed to function.

We have
never asked that the correspondence
between two Ministers be placed on
the Table. But this House has to dis-
charge its  responsibilities. This
House must be allowed to discuss
what every Tom, Dick and Harry is
discussing in the country today. Sir,
everybody knows what the letters
are. Everybody knows what the
whole thing ig about. But the sove-
reign boldy and all the majority that
we have have been reduced to impo-
tence.

SHR1 ARVIND GANESH KUL-
KARNI (Maharashtra): May I sub-
mit, Sir, that the House is so much
surcharged with emotion during the
last one week on this demand by the
Opposition to place on the Table of
the House the correspondence between
the Prime Minister and the Home
Minister? Sir, I am more hurt be-
cause of what you have stated. 1
have beesn in this House for the last
nine years though I cannot compeie
with Mr. Bhupesh Gupta., But I am
tairly senior in this House. I have
never seen the Chair so helpless.
Even when stalwarts like Mr. Raj-
narain and others were sitting here,
nowhere such an occasion came that
the Chair expressed its helplessness.
Sir, we are here to protect our rights
as also the dignitv of the Chair. Sir,
I would request mv hon’le friends on
the right and the left to be very ob-
jective in this matter.

1 was reading a Marathi paper
today wherein there is some corres-
pondence between the Prime Minister
and one Mr. Yadav. There the Prime
Minister has stated that the letter
written by Mr. Charan Singh has not
alleged anything but has stated that
this was what is printed. I take it
this as 3 fact because the Prime Minis-
ter has stated this. Sir, in your own
wisdom you have admitted a motion.
It is for the leaders and the Govern-
ment to decide on these matters in
consultation with you. But the
threatening attitude is not going te
pay because this is a democratic sys-
tem. One day that party is in power.
Tomorrow this party may come to
power, or We may also go in power.
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But the poinf is we have to keep
some democratic decorum in the
Parliament House. We have become
a laughing stock by every day threat-
ening to stop the business, threatening
the Chair and doing all sorts of things
which though may not be strictly un-
parhiamentary do not speak good of
the House. May I request the leaders
on this side as well as the Govern-
ment leaders that they should take
some time again because once on your
bidding every leader has seen that
correspondence? Many unofficially
told us, “We do not know.” They say
there is nothing. All right, if there
is nothing, then why this hubub?
But, Sir, you have in your own wis-
dom, admitted a motion. Then, Sir,
I would request you to fix a day for
discussion. Whether the letters are
here or not, it doeg not matter. We
always discuss so many things. And
I would ask the Government: Let
them not stand on point of prestige
and not allow a discussion. They may
not place the letters because they
have taken a certain stand on some
Cabinet procedures and secrecy. Let it
be there. But, you, Sir, take your own
time and, within this week or next
week, arrange a discussion: Without
the letters, I don't mind. I would
most humbly tell my friends on the
right side that we also know how to
stop the business. We have adopted
all such strategy from that area when
Mr. Rajnarain was attacking us. As
a Congress Member I was a party to
that. I can repeat the same along
with my colleagues. But what I
would request you is, you please don’t
show this type of helplessness. Please
be very firm on this and establish
discpline, decorum ang prestige of
Rajya Sabha which are at stake.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Now, I have been
hearing for the last two, three days,
all the speeches of all the hon. Mem-
bers. As has been suggested by the
hon. Member, Shri Kulkarni, please
give me some time, I will give my
ruling and 1 will also consult the
Leader of the House regarding this
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matter. If you are not satisfieq and
if you want to create trouble only,
then I am extremely sorry because if
trouble-making is going to give you
credit, then it will be an encourage-
ment to all the Members. (Interrup-
tions) Now let us proceed. (Inter-
ruptions) Just as I have suggested,
let us start the business. Give me
some time. ] wil] considey it and give
my ruling also.

SHRI N. K. P. SALVE (Maharash-
tra): Sir, I want to make only one
submission. Your assurance is good
enough, but how soon will it come
about?

MR. CHAIRMAN: That is gll right.
If you allow the business to go on, 1
will take some...

(Interruptions)

SHRI DEORAQO PATIL (Maharash-
tra): You please tell us the time
when Wwe are going to have a dis-

CHAIRMAN: No, no. Yoy can-
not dictate. That much I can say.
You are not new to the House. You
were here in the 1st session also and
you know the procedure. If the
Chair says it will reserve its ruling, it
will have to reserve.

SHRI N. K. P. SALVE: 1 have not
said that.

MR. CHAIRMAN: You did not say
it.

SHRI ANANT PRASAD SHARMA
(Bihar): Sir, I am not on this, I
shall mention another point. I am
very sorry to mention thig point.
Since you have given the assurance
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that you will give your ruling. I do
not want to say anything: I wull
accept it. But T want to point ont
what is happening from the Govern-
ment side in this connection. Sir,
yesterday, anybody who had heard
the All-India Radio, would say that
al] the pointg that Mr. Advanj said
have been reported but out of all the
points that the Opposition people
have said, nothing has come over the
All-India Radio. And another thing,
Sir., Now, whereas you are reserving
your ruling and you are taking your
time to give a ruling, what is happen-
ing from the Government side is that
from the Prime Minister’s sources, all
kinds of propaganda is being made
that whatever is being discussed in
the House and whatever point is being
raised is incorrect ang false. My
friend, Shri Kulkarni has referred
to the letter which he has written to
Shri Hukamdeo Narayan Yadav in
which he has defended his son over
the last 25 years. Now all these
things are being discussed here.

SHRI ARVIND GANESH KUL-
KARNI: Now, if you want me to
quote the letter, I can quote it ex-
tensively which is damaging to you.
So, please don’t provoke me to quote
that.

SHRI ANANT PRASAD SHARMA:
I am mentioning about the letter of
the Prime Minister. (Interruptions)
If that js a different letter, then I am
gorry: I have mentioned a wrong
thing. But I am talking about the
letter which the Prime Minister has
written to one Member of the Janata
Parliamentary Party, Shri Hukamdeo
Narayan Yadav in which he has
written the history of 25 years of his
son wherein he has tried to defend
him and contradict whatever is hap-
pening in the House and in the coun-
try as if it is wrong. So these things
I want to bring to your notice that
the proceedings of the House should
be reported honestly through the All-
India Radio, which is under the con-
trol of the Government.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Now the motion
for election to the Rubber Board.
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SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE
(West Bengal); Sir, I am on a point
of order. You cannot run away from
it like this. I tabled a motion of
privilege and I received a communi-
cation from you that you are reserv-
ing your comment. (Interruptions)
If you don’t allow me, how can T go
on? I have already received your
communication that you are going to
give your ruling but you have with-
held it. One week has passed. (In-
terruptions) Can’t I raise it here? I
have already brought that privilege
motion in a completely different con-
text. Would you not allow me to
'make my point? My point is that in
the privilege motion I brought the
allegations of the violation of the
privilege of this House by Shri Morar-
ji Desai, the Prime Minister of the
country. My point is that it is not
merely the question of correspondence
which toock place between the {wo
Ministers. As Members of Parliament
we have right to know why the Prime
Minister directed his Home Minister
to resign. The normal parliamentary
practice is that when a Minister re-
signs, either he makes a statement on
the floor of the House, explaining the
reasons of his resignation, or the
Prime Minister, who asks the Minister
to resign from the Council of Minis-
ters, makes a statement and explains
the reasong under which he was com-
pelled to direct the Minister concern-
ed to resign. Neither of these two
practices has been followed and
Members of Parliament have no
authoritative version either from the
resigning Minister or from the Prime
Minister himself as to what happened
between them, the two gentlemen
who belonged to the members of the
Council of Ministers, why the Prime
Minister directed him to resign. And
when I brought this privilege motion,
you just sent me a letter saying that
you were withholding your ruling. I
have every right to know about if.
You may reject it, but at least your
rejection of it should be communicat-
ed to me.

MR. CHAIRMAN: This privilege
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motion has not been granted permis-
sion,

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA: Sir, in
all the things you have said, we are
entirely in your hands. 1 arm in
agreement with the sentiments ex-
pressed by Mr. Kulkarni. But I «rly
disagree with one point, that you are
that helpless. You can Ilook afler
yourself very well. (Interruptions)
Sir, I want to point out to you that
some of us have b“een agitated. .(In-
terruptions) Let me speak. Sir, is it
proper that, when we are pressing for
something and you are considering a
matter immediately or otherwige,
they say that they will take directives
from you. I do not know what
directives. We find that we are being
accused of making false charges.

Here is the letter which has
been released—the letter which
the Prime Minister has written

to Mr. Yadav, his partyman I would
like to know...

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF LABOUR AND
PARLIAMENTARY AFFAIRS (DR.
RAM KRIPAL SINHA): I want to
know whether you have permitted to
debate on this.

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA: Kindly
listen. You correct yourself.

DR. RAM KRIPAL SINHA: If you
permit a debate de novo, that is a
different thing.

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA: Sir, I
would like to know whether this letter
was released to the press with the
permission of the Prime Minister, be-
cause apart from the account he has
given, it is a reflection on all of us
in Parliament, who have been here.
It is said that whenever Mr., Morarji
Desai is in Government some people
raise the question of his son. This is
a very uncharitable remark on us.
And whg are they? Chandra Shekhar,
Mohan Dharia and myself. We all
figure in the autobiography also. We
did "ot do it because he was in
power, but because the sop became
powerful when the father is in power.
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AN. HON. MEMBER: Mother also.

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA: That is
the problem. Sir, apart from that, you
see what he has said. He hag said:

“We must think of some action
against those who level such base-
less charges. Is it not necessary
that when charges are found to be
baseless, those who level them
should also be punished? T want
you to think about all these thiags.”

Sir, here is an indirect or direct

statement_ through the mechanism of %

a letter to his partyman, that the
Members on this side of the House
are making baseless charges and are
liable to be punished and that they
should think of punishing them. What
has been stated here? I am not both-
ered about olher things; you decide.
This is the most objectionable thing.
Sir, the Prime Minister has no busi-
ness to say even before laying the
letters on the Table of the House
that the charges that are being made
are baseless and that those who are
making them should be punished. The
person to be punished 1o begin with
ia Mr. Charan Singh. But he ig talk-
ing with him to get him into the Cabi-
net, Wonderful norms! Wonderful
norms!! Wonderful norms!!! Sir,
I take exception to it. This is not
the way. The Prime Minister is wag-
ing a war against us and is carrying
on a campaign aginst us through the
columns of “THE HINDU” and other
papers, is doing it. He has not come
to you for a ruling. The speeches of
Bhupesh Gupta ang others are black-
ed out by the AIR and the press,
while those of the Prime Minister are
internationally publicised, and nation-
ally given prominence. As you see, it
is said that the charges have been
politically motivated. Who have made
the charges? Not some people in
Timbuktu. The people will think that
the charges have been made by us:
they will think that we on this side
are doing it because we are politically
motivated What do you say to this?
You must say something about it. Tt
seems that Mr. Morarji Desai lives on

No one can be a judge in his own
case.
