Reported Arrest ang Imminent Repa-
triation of India, Labouy Working in
the Engineering Projects (India)
Ltd. from Kuwait

SHRI PRAKASH MEHROTRA
(Uttar Pradesh): Sir, I beg tg call
the attentiop of the Minister of In-
dustry to the reported arrest and
imminent repatriation of Indian
labour working in the Engineering
Projects  (India) Limited, from
Kuwait.

[Mr. Deputy Chairman in the chair}

THE MINISTER OF INDUSTRY
(SHRI GEORGE FERNANDES): Sir,
Engineering Projects (India) Limit-
ed—EPI—ig implementing in Kuwait
one of the highest value civil con-
struction projects ever secured by an
Iadian firm abroad. This contract
wag awarded ip September, 1976 for
a value of about Rs., 230 crores. The
work  comprises construction of
3,317 houses along with public build-
ings, infrastructure, roads, schools,
and other community facilities.

About 6,000 Indian workers are em-
ployed for the construction of this
project by EPI and their associate
contractors.

The workers went ga strike from
the morning of 12th July, 1978 with-
out giving any notice, following an
altercation on the previous night bet-
ween a worker who was absent for
more than 3 month and a member of
the security staff of the project. A
serieg of demandg were subsequently
submitted by the workers, including
those relating to terms of leave, medi-
cal facilities, payment of overtime,
increase in wages and removal of a
member of the security staff. Con-
ciliation meetings were held with tre
assistance of the Government of
Kuwait. It was represented to the

workers that services of the member“%

of the gecurity staff involved in the
altercation of the previous night, would
be dispensed with. As<urances were
also givep that wages and amenities
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would be strictly provided ag per
termg of contract ang regulations of
the Government of Kuwait. The
{yorkers were requested to go back to
work pending settlement of their
demands through the formation of a
Grievance Committee including repre-
sentatives of workers and employers
undeyr the chairmanship of a repre-
sentative of the Government of
Kuwajt. The workers however in-
sisteq on a prior guarantee regarding
satisfaction of their demands,

On the 27th July, 1978 there was a
violent demonstration resulting in
damage to offices and vehicles. The
police had ty intervene. Tgq control
the situation and to prevent further
violence as well as loss to life and
property, the use of tear gas was
resorted to. 403 workers were arrest-
ed. No injury wag caused to any of
the workers. The situation was
brought under control. By about
5.00 p.M. on the same day, work was
resumed on the project. The situa-~
tion at present is peaceful and work
oh the project is in full swing.

Oui of the arrested persons, 185
have been since released. Further in-
vestigations are in progress in respect
of the remaining 218 persons. Only
those who do not wish f; work or
who have indulged ip acts of violence
will be repatriated.

The cooperation of Government of
Kuwait has been commendable Their
authorities acted with exeniplary tact,
restraint and discretion. On our part,
it is essential to ensure that our
workers are not exploited snd ill-
treated and the terms of their ap-
proved contracty are strictly imple-
mented. In fact, further gafeguards
have been effected in the last few
months to ensure that workerg receive
their due wageg and that amenties are
provided to them. Every effort will
continue to be made in this direction.

SHRI ARVIND GANESH KUL-
KARNI (Maharashtra): Sir, may I
submit first to the Members of this
House that this should not be taken
purely ag a labour problem and no-
body is here pleading for an antj-
labour policy? Sir, I would like to
tell the Minister and the Members
alse that this is a problem of a coun-
try competing with gther countries in
the world for getting contracts in
order to earn foreign exchange for
the country’s sake and for the sake
of those who are employeq there.
So, if that line jg adopted, then this
type of questions, whether the la-
bour should be employed permanently
on the project, whatever fhe com-
pany there be, or whiathe‘r they are
casual labour or contract labour, will
not arise. Sir, it has been fairly
brought out that 13 building com-
panies have been given associate
contracts and these kbourers have
gone there on g fixed contract on the
basis of ap agreement. Sir, particu-
larly 1 want to draw the attention
of the Minister, in this connection, to
the fact that I find in the aftifude of

the organisation, particularly with
regard to labour-management pro-
blem, g little weak spot. Therefore,

you will have to improve the labour-
management systems in your orga-
nisation so that such type of tensions
are not created. One cap see that
nobody would support a  labourer
going from here and hankering after
some higher wages there, Nobody
will support it. And I am not here
te support that type of system or thal
type of desire on the part of the
workers who have been sent there
from here. But at the same time,
I would like to point out that there
is some lacuna in the management of
your organisation which should be
set right so that such problems will
not arise.

Another thing is, I have read in
some Korean paper that particularly
the Koreans, the Chinese ang the

Canadians are interested i, throttling
and sabotging the attempts of this
country to compete in the internation-
al world. Therefore, to meet such a
situation the Government has to
adopt certain measures, certain poli-
