In reply to a letter from the
Indian High Commissioner, Lord
Mountbatten informed Mr. Goray that
he had not seen any document in the
archives to show that Netaji dieq in
the plane crash on the 18th August,
1945. Therefore, I am bringing it to
your notice and I would request the
Government to place these documents
before this House.

SHRI ARVIND GANESH XUL-
KARNI: I want to submit to this
House now that the new Government
has not at all taken any decision on
the naming of the University as the
Babasaheb Ambedkar University in
Cabinet. It was in an informal Cabi-
net meeting of the last Government
of the collaborating parties that the
decision was taken. Sir, in Maha-
rashtra there are certain names like
the Phule Unijversity, the Punjabraoc
University, the Shivaji University, 1
myself have no objection to name it
as the DBabasaheb Ambedkar Uni-
versity. It will be in the fitness of
things. The ex-Chief Minister had
stated very publicly that no personal
names should henceforth be given.
It is not Mr. Sharad Pawar’s Gov-
ernment that is responsible, but it
wag the 0ld Government Chief Minis-
ter who had stated publicly that no
personal names should be given tc
any university whatsoever. Mrs. Kha-
parde says that Mr. Pawar is giving
the name of Dr. Ambedkar, which is
a lie. This takes care of the renaming
of the university. The third point
is, when this agitation was started
and the students rightly thought that
this is a regional university and there
should be no name other than the
name of Marathwada University, at
that time the new Chief Minister
appealed to the students and said that
this nanie which is to be given to the
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university has been unanimously
recommended by the legislature, but
the Government has not taken a
decision and it will decide after con-
sultation with all the political parties
and all the leaders of Marathwada
and Maharashtra, and so the agitation
should be suspended, Sir, at that
time, one Mr. Baburao Kale, who
was a Minister in the previous Gov-
ernment, along with others issued a
statement that Mr. Sharad Pawar’s
decision is not proper and the uni-
versity should not be renamed Baba-
saheb Ambedkar University. This
was done by a Congress (I) Member
who was a Minister in the previous
Government and here Mrs. Kha-
parde speaks just contrary for public
consumption. This is another point.
Then, Sir, Mr. Sharad Pawar is from
the beginning taking care and has
publicly warned the police officers
that it will be considereg a very
serious lapse if any Harijan busti was
burnt or Harijans tortured. Now
what has taken place has been totally
under the provocation given at by
irresponsible leaders of Cong.-I. The
Government itself has taken proper
care to see that the Harijan bustis
are not burnt. Sir, what I want to
say is that I really endorse the appeal
made by the student community
while suspending the agitation,

“The resolution stressed the need
to create confidence and a sense of
security among the Dalit and espe-
cially a cordial and peaceful atmos-
phere in the region.”

The provocation now being given by
Cong.-I members is g political stunt.
This is the most necessary thing
which has to be undertaken imme-
diately. We have to see that peace
is established. I am surprised that
the name of Shankaracharya was
mentioned. I really detest the
“Chatur Varna” system, But Mrs.
Indira Gandhi has gone to the same
Shankaracharya for “Ashirvad”. I am
surprised why Madam is criticising
Shankaracharya. That poor soul is
giving “Ashirvad” to Mrs. Indira
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Gandhi as well ag to the Janata Gov-
ernment and if needed to Mrs. Kha-
parde.
