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CALLING ATTENTION TO A MATT.
ER OF URGENT PUBLIC IMPOR-
TANCE

Decontrol of Sugar and its likely Re-
percussionson Price and Availabi-
lity of Sugar in the Market

SHRI KALP NATH RAI (Uttar Pradesh)
. Sir, 1 beg to call the attention of the
Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation to
the decontrol of sugar with effect from the
16th August, 1978, and its likely re-
percussions on price and availability of
sugar in the market.

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF AGRICULTURE AND
IRRIGATION (SHRI BHANU PRATAP
SINGH) : Sir, sugar and sugarcane
have been the subject matter of discussions
in this august House on a number of occa-
sions and we have had the opportunity of
outlining the scope, objectives ana policy
frame adopted by the Government on, these
two important sectors. A detailed policy
statement was made on the Floor of this
House on Augu3t 10, 1978 setting out the
essential ingredients of the new sugarcane
and sugar  policy. With all humility I
would appeal to  Shri Kalp Nath Rai and
other Hon'ble Members not to inject
politics in these sectors affecting crores of
consumers, millions ot cane growers and
lakhs of workers so vitally connected with
sugarcane and sugar. The dual pricing
policy in sugar was introduced in 196 7-68
and has been continually in operation for
nearly a decade, except for a brief period of
seven months in 1971-72. It had succeed-
ed, to some extent, in stabilizing the cane
area and increasing the sugar production
as also in ensuring to the consumer a
substantial ~ portion of his direct require-
ment of sugar through the public distribution
system. But, in recent years, with record
increase in cane production, high level of
stocks in the sugar economy, it became
apparent that the dual pricing policy had
outlived its utility.

This year we had an unprecedented
sugarcane production—again a record—
of 172 million tonnes and thanks to a series
of measures taken by the Government, the
off-take of cane by the industry amounted
to 68 million tonnes, an increase of 19
million tonnes over the previous year. Both
in absolute terms and in percentage of
drawal of cane by the sugar industry which
amounted to 39%, this is a record which
would make a dispassionate observer
proud of our record.

We were faced with an extraordinary
situation of large cane availability, about
18 million tonnes more than the previous
year. Our main objective was to maximize
the off-take of cane. For this purpose we
devised a number of measures,
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sucn as, reaucuon in excise auty on tree sale
sugar, increase in the all India waited average
levy price by about Rs. 18/- per quintal with
effect from 1-3-1978, decision to export the
full quota in effect of 6- 5 lakh tonnes of
sugar during the current year, liberal credit
facilities etc. The most important step was
to give excise duty rebate for late season
crushing and the current sugar season has
been the longest in the last 30 years. A
record  sugar production of 65 lakh tonnes
has also been achieved.

But in the process of increasing the sugar
production, there have been certain attendant
stresses and strains. The stocks as on
August 7, 1978 were over 41 lakh tonnes,
nearly double the level of stocks during the
corresponding period last year. Internal
sugar consumption had already been
stimulated by about 22%—which
again is a record for sugar and perhaps for
any other commodity in a single year.—
during the current sugar year. From
December, 1977 onwards we had been
allotting to the State Governments, for
public distribution, a quantity of over 2-
70 lakh tonnes as against the level of 2-05
lakh tonnes earlier by the previous
Government.  However, there were wide-
spread allegations that a  sizable portion of
the levy sugar so released was coming back
to the free sale market with adverse
consequences on the excise revenue to the
exchequer, depressing the free sale realiza-
tion to the industry and therefore its ability
to discharge its  obligations to the cane
growers, creation of black money in the
economy etc. I wish to reiterate this Go-
vernment's policy that while -we have the
utmost concern for the consumers, we do not
want to stick to rigid controls when they
have lost their relevance and utility, as has
happened in the sugar economy today. It
is the Government's belief that larger
production, high level of stocks and good
prospects of cane and sugar for the next
year would lead to benefit to the consumer
only under the system of decontrol fostering
competitive conditions in the industry.
To ensure that reasonable and remunerative
prices are paid to the sugarcane
growers by the sugar industry, the statutory
minimum cane price has been raised from the
level of Rs. 8' 50 per quintal, at which it had
been static for three years to Rs. 10 per
quintal, linked to a recovery of 8- 5%.

I would like to assure that the Govern-
ment are keeping a close watch on produc-
tion, availability and prices of sugar. In the
event of the prices going beyond levels
considered reasonable by the Government
we will not hesitate to take appropriate
action in the interests of the consumers of
sugar and the producers of sugarcane. I
may assure the House that the points raised
by the Hon'ble Members have been fully
taken care of by the Governmentin a

SHRI V. B. RAJU (Andhra Pradesh) :
Sir, the Minister will kindly recall the
statement made on 27th February in the
Lok Sabha about the sugar policy.

"The House will recollect that at the
beginning of the sugar season 1977-/8.
Government had decided that the dual
pricing policy for sugar should continue."
This is the first part of the statement. Then
it says : "The State Goveinments will be
requested to ensure that the cane producers
got at least the same price for cane as was
being paid to them last year." Sir, the
industry, the censumer, the producer of
raw material tr day pre in the greatest
difficulty because of the unstable policy
that is pursued by the present Government
unless the Government takes to medium-
teim or Jrrg term measures. Sir this is a
great counny and millions of people are
involved. At that time, lhat is. on 27th
February, just one day ‘before the Budget
was presented, the Government increased
the consumer price by 15 paise. On that
day, we had also mentioned about it. The
consumer did not resist ; the consumer
population, that is, the cemmen people
who are in millions, did not res IM ; they
did not protest also because they saw the
reason that the cane producer should get
something and, therefore, there was this
increase in price.

Now on 10th August there is the de-
control, What has happened during these
four months of April, May. June and July,
that has compelled the Government to
decontrol ? What is the new-situation that
has devricped to rhrrgc their policy ? The
House was never apprised of >'t. There
was no discussicn allowed. While the
Parliament is sitting they announce
decontrol. We would like to know the
main objective rf decontrol categorically.
Is it to protect the consumer, or to give a
belter price to the cane grower, or to
actually fill the pockets of the industrial
magnates, or for the State to get more
excise duty, or to see that the industrial
worker in the factory gets better wages ?

hn rig'nly said about this. He is a
young mm, emotional. The Minister
shmld hiv; appremated instead of criticising
him. The point is, there was decontrol
of cement when there was shortage and
there is decontrol of sugar when there is
surplus. What exactly does this control
or decontrol mean in a big country like
ours where it takes mialhs and years to
pass a communication to the lowest level, it
1s not sufficient sitting in  Delhi and
passing an ord;r ? NDw, what is gling to
happen ? Tile miin reason for decontrol, as I
understand, is the accumulation of
stocks. It is not in the interest of the grower.
I shall prove it. Will the Minister today
assure the House that the cane grower will
g:t at least what he was getting actually
last year. H2 has only raised the
minimum price from Rs. 8.5 to Rs. 10 psr
quintal. In Andhra Pradesh where from I
com?, the cost of cultivation is worked out
to Rs. 159 per ton. Thatis, unless you
pay Rs. 16 per quintal, it does not suffice.
And the cane suppliers were actually
sharing the profit. The cane growers were
sharing a part of profit which the factories
were making. What is it that you are
assuring to the cane growers ? Tell me about
that first.

I will com: to the consumer next. The
motivation behind decontrol is to save the
management of the factories from the
problem of piled stocks and bank credit.
The Minister has said, the prices have
come down. Whose prices have come
down ?

SHRI KALP NATH RAI : Gone up.

SHRI V. B. RAJU : No, no, let us
accept that the prices have come down.
The prices for rich consumers have come
down. The rich consumers who were
consuming more, and who were paying Rs.
3.80 and Rs. 4 per Kg. for them the prices
have come down. And at whose expense ?
At the expense of the common consumer.
He used to pay Rs. 2.30 and now he has to
pay Rs. 3.00. That is to say, you are
actually sacrificing the interest of the poor
consumer for the advantage of the rich
consumer. Let us be very clear. It is not
politics. You have appealed to Mr. Kalp
Nath Rai not to mix politics with this. I am
not mixing politics at all, I am only re-
ferring to your policy decision. You have
taken a particular decision. We shall sec
that it works well, but the question is that it
is our respons1b111ty and it is the
responsibility of the House to warn the
Government. Is it your policy to come to
the rescue of the management and rich
consumer or the poor consumer a nd the
cane grower ? What is your defined
policy ? The Minister says

to a matter of 168
urgent public importance

that the policy is aimed at more consump-
tion. How can there be more consum-tion
when the price for the poor consumer has
actually been increased ? What is the
hurdle in this country for industrial growth
? What is actually the defect of our
economy ? Expansion has taken place in
maunfacturing of certain luxury goods for
which the market is very limited. The
recession is in that sector because the
number of rich consumers in the country is
very small, is quite limited. Do you think
that by decontrolling the consumption will
go up ? I want to know how the
consumption will go up. The consumption
will not go up, because the common
people have no purchasing capacity.

If you make it feasible for the poor
people, if you reduce the prjee for the poor
man, he will consume more. That is
socialism. Therefore, I am afraid the
consumption will not go up. I can tell the
Minister that the consumption will not go
up, but — I take the punt made by Mr.
Kalp Nath Rai—scarcity will happen
because you are giving an opportunity to
black money which had been actually
contained earlier. What had happened in
the case of crmtnt? I refer to cement only to
prove this fact. Cement had not suddenly
become scarce; the black money cornered
it. The technique in this country, the tricks
of the trade are, create a scrace market, a
psychology of scracjty and then squeeze
the consumer.

I am summing up. I am sorry if I have
taken a bit of time. I am afraid that this
policy that is now being pursued is to
destroy the public distribution system, I
would have wished the Commerce
Minister to be present here. Even yesterday
when we were discussing on the
Appropriation Bill, we referred to tlis
matter. The Commerce Minister says-j
"We will increase the number of ocm-
modities for public distribution." But
actually you have taken out sugar from the
public distribution systom. The moment
you decontrol it, it has gone out of that
system. You are not bringing other
commodities under public distribution. By
shifting the. responsibility of producing
cheap cloth from the mills to the
hanolloom sector, the public distribution of
clllleap cloth to the const mer is no more
there.

The dual pricing system is linked up
with the public distribution system. Dual
pricing is adopted with the deliberate
intent of achieving two objectives. Sir,
one is to see that the poor population of
this country which has no purchasing
power will get essential goods even below
the economic price, «'. . even below the

production cost, for which the rich must pay
to compensate the losses of producers and
manufacturers. This is the objective to see
that more goods are available to the poor
people. By doing away with diat policy the
Government are denying that. The second
objective is to transfer resources from the
rich to die poor dirough die consumption
pattern. These are the two objectives which
for 30 years we have laboured to achieve and
the present Government are destroying them.
Therefore, we want an assurance from the
Minister today : at what level the price to the
poor consumer is going to remain ? Is it Rs 2-
50 ? Are you assuring them that at Rs 2- 50 it
will be available ? The Government has not
committed anydiing in the statement. It
merely says "at a reasonable price." Why do
you keep it like diat ? As a matter of fact,
why don't you say that it will [ not increase
Rs 2.80 for the consumer ? Why don't you
say that ? You say 'minimum cane price'.
While you say 'minimum cane price', you
must assure the cane growers that if the
factory management makes profits, die cane-
growers will have a share in the profits and
determine the percentage of share also.

SHRI BHANU PRATAP SINGH
i_That is implied.

PTSHRI V. B. RAJU : That is not
implied. You made a statement on the
27di of February. And you have made
another statement on the 10th of August.
How can we rely upon this unstable policy
? We are interested in the common con-
sumer and the cane-growers. Can you
assure us on these two points ? I want a
catergorical assurance from you on these
two points.

Rs. 6 a kilogram at Azamgarh, as
mentioned by Mr Kalp Nath Rai ?

SHRI GHANSHYAMBHAI OZA :
I accept your statement. I donot challenge
1t.

SHRI V. B. RAJU : This information is

very serious. Sugar has become non-
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available in Kerala in the open market.
This is the latest information from Kerala
that sugar is not available in the open
market. And the Kerala Government has
addressed the Union Government that the
agreed quota of sugar that was to have
been made available to them earlier should
be made available. Please assure the State
Governments which are preserving public
distribution system. They are keeping it
up. they are not destroying it. Kerala is not
destroying the public distribution system.
So please supply them the agreed quota.
Kerala has a well-knit public distribution
system. Unless sugar is supplied to them
at that price, the public distribution system
will fail. It will have political implications.

SHRI BHANU PRATAP SINGH : Sir,
the hon'ble Member has raised many ~
questions. It becomes rather difficult when
in the course of asking supplemen-taries a
speech is delivered. But I will try to reply to
the extent that I remember.

f First, of all, he has tried to make out that
public distribution system implies dual
pricing. Now, the public distribution system
1s not confined only to one commodity, that
is, sugar. We are distributing many other
commodities. Why do you not insist that in
all other commodities there should be dual
pricing, T and why do you come to the
conduit sion. . . .

SHRI V. B. RAJU : Cereals.

SHRI BHANU PRATAP SINGH : I did
not interrupt when yon were speaking. Just
to imply that because the dual pricing
system has been given up, therefore, the
public distribution system is being given
up is without any basis. For many
commodities we do not have this kind of
dual pricing and yet the public distribution
system tries to  distribute  those
commodities. If we feel that there is some
difficulty we will certainly make purchases
direct from factories and supply them
through the public distribution system.. .
((Interruption) Let me first finish. You will
get your chance. I will reply to your
questions when your turn comes.
Assurance has been sought regarding the
sugar cane price. I have said that the suger
price has been fixed at Rs 10 per quintal
for 8.5 per cent recovery. Now from this it
follows that for average 10 reccvery the
price will be Rs ¢ 11775 or Rs 11 -76.
Even according to the cost of production
that the hon'ble Member has mentioned,
that is covered.

Secondly, he wants an assurance that if
the factories make any profit on the basis
of this, that profit would be shared. I give
this assurance also to him that
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if the factories make any profit that will
be shared according to the Bhargava
flcl)rmula which is 50:50. That assurance is
there.

Regarding the price of sugar he also
wants some assurance. Under a free
economy or under decontrol it is very
strange that you ask for assurances. It is
just not possible to indicate a figure
simply because if next day the price
rises even by paise or beyond they will
come and say, 'Oh; you said it would be Rs
2.80 and now it is Rs  2-85 on  an
average.! Taking all die seasons and
taking the country as a whole the price
of sugar will not exceed Rs 2 75. But if
somewhere it goes up to Rs 2 90 or even
comes down to Rs. 2.70, then please do
not say mat we had said that it would be
Rs. 2.75 and, theretore, it would have to
be only Rs 2-75- Under this kind of
pricing mere will be slight variations from
season to season and also from those parts
of the country where sugar is manufactured
or, say, somewhere in Jammu and Kashmir
or in Tripura mere may be differences.
But we are aware of that and we will
take steps to ensure that even in far off
places the sugar price does not go beyond
a reasonable level. And I have already
indicated the reasonable level, namely, not
more than Rs 2-75.

I have given you me prices of Bombay
and Delhi but I would also like to men-
don mat the new system has come into
force only on the 16th August, that is, only
five days ago. The impact of that cannot
be felt all over the country within five
days. If there is some shortage anywhere it
is because the trade was nervous. They did
not know to what level it will go down.
But rest assured mat the sugar prices will
come down- I have indicated to you the
level to which we expect mis price to
come down. In fact, those have already
come down.

And I may mention one fact more. This
level of price is what we expect during
me comin%j season when the sugarcane
rice would be slightly reduced.

SHRI INDRADEEP SINHA : Sir, the
honourable Minister was making a
comparison between the record of the
Congress and the record of the Jatata Party
on the question of sugar and sugar cane. 1
do not want to go into details. I only want
to state that the policies of the Congress”
also flowed basically from the interests of
the sugar barons and the Janata
Government is no different. I miy remind,
Sir, that at the AICC session at Bombay,
the Congress had adopted a resolution to
nationalise the sugar indust 1 ; and the
State Assemblies of UP and Bihar also had
adopted resolutions recommending to the
Government of India nationalisation of the
sugar industry. But sugar was never
nationalised. Not only that. The cane
grower was no t paid, not to speak of a
remunerative price, but even a tolerable
price before 1967. Only when in 1967 the
Congress Party was defeated in the
majority of the Northern States that the
price was raised from Rs. y 37 per quintal
to Rs. 12 or Rs. 13 per quintal. So, this
lesson the peasants have to reunder.. stand.
If they have to get a remunerative price,
they have to defeat the Government.
Unless the peasants defeat the Govern-
ment, they cannot get a remunerative price.

Now, Sir, I will come to the record of the
Janata Government. How did they begin ?
The honourable Minister has stated that
they granted some Excise relief.  But the
Excise relief was granted in three stages.
Firstly, when the cane season started last
year, the mill owners refused to open their
mills.  They pressurised the Government
and got some concession and then they
started cane-crushing one month later.
The Government were aware that they
were going to have a bumper sugarcane
crop and so early crushing was necessary.
But, instead of having early crushing,
crushmg started one month later which
aggravated thecrisisforsugarcane. Then,
Sir, the honourable =~ Minister  was
saying: "You tell me a mill which paid a
lower price than that fixed by the
StateGovern-ment." I was at Padrauna
in U.P. which the honourable Minister
knows. From the 21 st February, from the
midnigh of the 20th February, the mill
owners refused to pay the price fixed by the
State Govern-
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ment and they cut down the price L) Es. 4

per quintal. There was a strike in scvcial
mills and the cane grcwers refused test j j
Jy cane. There was a wide-spread pgitatit
n. The UP Cane Minister w.n.e ruslirg to
Delhi and, after a series of nege tu.in 1 s,
the mill owners agreed to re-cpen the mills
and to pay the price fixed after the Cc-
vernment had agreed to give a further
relief, a further cut in the Excise duty. The
Excise duty, so far as I remember, w as
reducedfrom 45 per cent to 27'5 per ce i 1
on what is calhd the "free sale sugar."

Then, Sir, a third concessicn was made
when the ex-factory average price cf "lily
sugai" wasincreasedfrcmRs. i6£perqu:i -tal
to Rs. 187-50 per quintal. That v as the
third concession and, Sir, the feuith
concession was made frcm the 1st of \Say
when the mills were assured that they
would get a special rebate in Excise duty
for late crushing. So, the Geverrmer.t have
always been giving thi m cencessiers
and the present decontrol is enly the legicj
1 result of the policy that has teen putted
by this Government ever sirce tie t;re
season has started in November last ycat.

Now, Sir, sugar has been ccrrrletely
decontrolled. We were also derr.fr. dirg
the end of the dual pricing system. But
what did wevam ? YV? wanted that the
entire producticn of sugar mills srculd be
taken over by the Gceveirment ard
distributed tint ugh the public distiilu-
tion system so that everyhedy gels sir EJ at
a fixed price. This the Gcevcirrr.ert wen
not prepared to do, because the mill < wr.e
frwanted at least 35 per cent of their
steeksto be sold in the "free market"
which wasnoth'ng but a black market
where they could earn b'gger prcfits. Why
should that system be rcnf'nued ? When
that was not possible, when pr-'ces begin
falling, then they had decontrolled the
whole th'ng. Now, the hon. M'nst( 1 I as
argued that th’s decontrol w'l! benefit tie
consumer as well as the cane grrver. 1
disagree with this view, ar.d I will pt\c
how his con ten tic n is wrcre and hew tie
contenticn made by other hon, Members of
the House en this issue is eerie ct.

Now, Sir, let us take the ccnsvrjter. "lie
hon. Minister stated—1I rm just quctirg his
figures —that the weighted averrge price of
sugar, both levy as well as ficc sale, in
November 1977, worked out to Rs. 2-90
Eer kilogram. Since then, the excise duty

as been reduced. So, ft gar price today,
when the centre-Is have leen lifted, shoqu
be lower than Rs. 2-ro ] 11 kg. at least by
the amount cf excise duty that has been
written off,that hrs leen reduced. But that is
not so. Sugar is not available even (gBs. 2-
co fer 1 g. ir the retail market. The
Maharashtra V ill-owneis* Association has
decided"- I < e rot want to read out frcm
the pcrer—that they will not sell their sugar
bele v, Rs. S1J
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per q lintal ex factory. Then, with 17 1/2
E"r teat excise duly now, and all the
andling and transport charges at what
price will it w jrk out ? Sir, the question of
scarcity of sugar in West Benga has b -en
raised in the A Srit Bazar Patrika in
bjnnir headlines, that sagar disappears
IV j;n t'r>e Bengal market. The hon.
Minister will say that it is a temporary
pheno-miroi. M iyb\ it is a temporary
pheno-IIMM. Bat ev.;n temporarily sugar
has diiiii-ared and prices arc rising
although ths ghn-ral trend for the prices is
to fall. S 1 ; i he, sugar will be available at
what the Minister says Rs. 3 per kg.

SHRI 3-TWJ PN\ TAP SINGH : Less
than three rupees.

SHRI INDRADEEP SINHA : Some time
ago, a semi-official communique or a senv-
official news, or officially inspired news
appeared in the Press thatsugar would be
available at Rs. a” 75 per kg. He says, sugar
wiil be available at the rate of Rs. 28V per
quintal or so. Then, what is_the result ?
Who gains and who loses ? Now, 63 p7r
cent of the p-oduclion ramus export wn
WysTjir—aearly two-thirds. So, if i.v>-
thirds of sugar was honestly distributed—I
do not say it was honestly distributed, there
was a lot of black-marketing and he
admitted that levy sugar was leaking out in
the free market when that thing was there
—if this was honestly distributed, then
tw.<-thirds of sugar was being sold, at Rs.
2.30 (Fer kg. Now, that will be sold,
according to his version at Rs. 2.80 per kg
at least. So, by 50 pa-se per kg., the p-ice
will rise, that is by Rs. 500 per tonn». Let
his Department workout what would bj the
total cost to the consumer. It w >uld not be
less than Rs. 200 crores as the m'ninvim—

be even Rs. 300 crores. The onsitTir
w1l¥ have to pay extra. To w'lom ? Nit to
the G >vernment, but to thi surv
millowners, Or the sugar mill-own "rs will
gain additionally Rs. 200 crores or Ri. 300
crores, as a result of decontrol of sugar.

Sir the Government have a quota of ex
inning 6 1/2 lakh tonnes of sugar. Now, at
w't« price will they purchase that comnidity
? F>rm>r1ly they could get that conm>dity
at the levy price. Aveiage levy price was Rs
187-50 ex-mill. Now, they will have to
purchase at Rs. 215 or something like that
from the mills. So, the Government will
have to pay more to the mill-owners even
for the export quota. What would be the
result ? Already, the export is being
subsidised The international price of sugar
is about Rs- 1 « 50 per kilogram. In London
market, the latest quotation is £ 97 per
tonne, 1. €. nearabout Rs 1-50 or Rs t-55 per
kilogram. So, we procure that sugar at a
higher price and
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the Government pays subsidy out oi tax-
payers' money Now, the Government will
not be able to purchase sugar for export at
Rs I 87 per kilogram. They will have to
pay the black-market price which our mill-
owners will charge That will mean extra
burden on the exchequer. The tax-payers
will have to pay more. Up-to 15th of
August, dual price system was prevalent.
Why could the Government not take 61/2
lakh tonnes before 15th August ? If they
had taken the entire export quota for die
year before 15th August, they could have
saved several crores of rupees. But they
have not done that. They are not bothered
about that. It is the tax-payers' money and
they will gift it to the mill-owners. So,
even the exchequer will suffer. Sir, I do
not know whether the estimate is correct.
But die Economic Times has reported that
Rs. 30 crores have been set apart in this
year's budget as subsidy for the export of
sugar. (Time bell rings) The report says
that Rs. 30 crores may not be sufficient
and more money may have to be allotted.
The hon. Minister will tell us what would
be the additional subsidy on the export of
6 1/2 lakh tonnes of sugar.

Then, Sir, I come to the sugarcane
growers. He says that according to the
Bhargava formula, the sugarcane growers
in South India were getting 50 per cent
share of the profits of the mills and, there-
fore, they were having a lower price at the
time of purchase of sugarcane and a
subsequent payment when the accounts
were finalised. But this system did not
obtain in North India. Here, taking into
account the profit-sharing, the minimum
price was fixed in die very beginning and
it was all paid at once to the sugarcane
growers. Now, what price was paid ? This
is from the report of the Sugar Mill-
owners Association and I do not think
they will hide facts According to the
Sugar Mill-owners' Association, in Maha-
rashtra the minimum price pald to the
sugarcane growers was Rs. 17-35 in 1975-
76, Rs. 16-60 in 1976-77 and Rs. 16-20 in
1977-78 1 do not want to read the figures
about odier States. Now what have the
North Indian sugarcane growers got ? In
Western Uttar Pradesh where the price
was die highest, it was Rs. 13-25 in 1975-
76, Rs. 13-25 in 1976-77 and Rs. 13-50 in
1977-78.

SHRI ARVIND GANESH KUL-
KARNI :  Please tell us the comparative
recovery also.

SHRI INDRADEEP SINHA : The
percentage is 9-5 in Punjab, 9-39 in
Haryana, io- 25 in Western U.P. and 11
16 in Maharashtra. If you are interested, |
can read the whole thing. I have got the
chart with me. Coming to cane price,
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as against Rs. 13- 50, now the Government
say that growers will be paid Rs. 10.
Therefore, the sugarcane growers at least
of North India will lose at the rate of Rs. 3-
50 per quintal I think in South India also
they will lose. Except perhaps the coopera-
tive societies, the others are not going to
pay more than Rs. 10. What would be the
loss this year ? According to Government
figures, 68 million tonnes of sugarcane has
been crushed by the sugar mills. So, if the
loss is even Rs. 3 per quintal or Rs, 30 per
tonne, it will come to more than Rs. 200
crores. So, the consumer will lose Rs. 200
crores, the exchequer will lose Rs. 50
crores, the cane-grewer will lose Rs. 2C0
crores And where will this money go ?
This will go to sugar mill owners.

Now, this Government says that the
entire policy of the Congress Government
in the post-independence pericd was anti-
peasant, anti-rural India, pro-urban and
pro-capitalist. They say that they are pro-
peasant. Now, this is how they are proving
to be pro- peasant They have cut down the
price of sugarcane and they have
transferred that money to the sugar mill-
owners. Now, the cane-grower may labour
in his field. He may produce the
sugarcane. But all the profit, all the surplus
that he produces, will be transferred to the
sugar mill owner through the agency of
this Government, its policy and its
mechanism. This is how this Government
has thoroughly betrayed the interests of
the peasantry.

Now, Sir, what about the cost of sugar-
cane ? Last year—the hon. Minister will
contradict me if [ am wrong—the Agricul-
tural Prices Commission recommended
that the minimum price of sugarcane for a
recovery of 8- 5 per cent be fixed at Rs. 9-
50 per quintal. That was their
recommendation. The Government did not
accept it. Why did the Agricultural Prices
Commission make this
recommendation ?

SHRI INDRADEEP SINHA : They
said, and I quote :

"While deciding upon the appropriate
level of the statutory minimum price for
sugarcane payable by the sugar fac-,
tories 1n the ensuing season, the Com-
mission has examined the latest data of
cost of production of this crop, as avail-
able from the Government records ...

And on this basis, they recommended a
minimum price oi Rs. 9-50 last year. Last
year, the Government did not accept it.
This year, they have raised it to Rs. to. By
raising the price to Rs. 10, they are simply
implementing the reccn mer.daticn made
by the Agricultural Prices Ccir mission
last year because, since last year, the cost
of cultivation has further gtne up? By how
much it has gone up ? I will just mention a
few items : Diesel oil has increased by 1-3
per cent; clelctricity has increased by 11-3
per cent; cement has increased by 7-9 per
cent ; pig iron has increased by 4- 1 per
cent ; tractors have increased by 8-2 per
cent ; seme agricultural machinery by 5
per cent; and agricultural sprayers by 1 * 8
per cen t So, the cost of all these items has
gone up. So if they are now proposing a
price of Rs. 10 per quintal, they are simply
carrying out the recommendation of the
Agricultural Prices Commission made last
}car. But last year, in addition to the ATC
recommendation, according to the
Bhargava formula, there was a profit-
sharing in South India and there was an
additicr.al payment in North India. Will
that continue ? Will the cane-grcwer get
anything more than Rs. 10 per quintal it 1
a recovery of 8-5 per cent ? And if they
get, what will that be ? Why do not the
Government say so ?

Lastly, Sir, according to reports appearing
in the press, about 32 lakh tonnes of sugar
will be the carry-over stock at the end of the
current sugar season. Out of these 32
lakh tonnes, what would be the levy sugar
? When' the Government was oing to
decontrol sugar, they could easily have
taken their quota of levy sugar ficm the
mills before liftirg the centroh. '11 ¢ mill-
cwners were shouting that ycu please
purchase seme sugar and create a buffer
stock. What was the difficulty in Go-
vernment purchasing 65 per cent of these
32 lakh tonnes or whatever was the levy
quota from the mills and selling that
sugar at the old price of Rs. 2-30 per Kg.
through the public  distribution system ?
He says the stock with the mills could
suffice for 11 months. If not for 11
months, at least for six months the people
could have got su%ar at a cheap price
Thus, what the people were entitled to get
at Rs 2' 30 per Kg that also has been handed
over to the sugar mills so that they can sell
it in the black market. So, this Govern-
ment is simply an agency of the black
market. It just serves the interest of the
black marketeers; it safeguards their interest
; it cheats the peasants; it cheats the
consumer and it cheats the sugar mill
workers also, because now the production
will decline and the factories will cut down
the employment.  More sugar cane will
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be burnt next year and more sugar mill
workers will be rendered unemployed.
This is going to happen. So this policy of
the Government of decontrolling sugar is
against the consumers and against the pro-
ducers of sugar cane and also against the
sugar mill workers.... ?

SHRIMATI KANAK MUKHERJEE
(West Bengal) : Mr. Deputy Chairman, I
am really shocked to hear the Hon.

Minister speaking for the tncocf olists and
the industrialists.

Whatever arguments he puts forwfard
and whichever way he defends the indus-
trialists, the fact remains that the'policy
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of decontrolling sugar by the Central Go-
vernment has served only the interests of
the monopolists, the big industrialists, the
black-marketeers and the profit-makers,
and it goes against the interests of the
workers, the peasants, the common people
and the millions of the consumers.

The Government has not only decontrol-
led sugar, it has also withdrawn the levy
and declared the relaxation in bank loans
and tax. AH these things together show
that the Government is only going to serve
the haves and not the have-nots.

Now, after bowing down to the wishes
of the monololy businessmen, the price of
the sugarcane ha3 been declared at Rs, 10
from Rs. 8.50 or something per quintal.
This is only face-saving and a show. Just
as one of my friends has already pointed
out that on calculation the minimum cost
comes to Rs. 16,1 have a document here, a
statement by the West Bengal Kisan
Sabha, which shows that nothing less than
Rs. 15 will cover the just cost, per quintal
of the sugarcane for the sugarcane
growers. Increasing the cost per quintal
frl(l)m Rs. 8 to Rs. 1 o is not a solution at
all.

The Hon. Minister said that if the cost of
sugar goes beyond Rs. 3, they will again
control it. Then, what is the use of
decontrolling it, I cannot understand.

At the beginning, tthe Hon. Minister
said, "Please do not inject politics in it." 1
wonder what he calls politics and what he
does not call politics. If he takes a decision
in the interest of the industrialists, the
monopolists and the sugar mill-owners and
deprives the workers, the peasants, the
common people and the millions of the
consumers, it is not politics, but if we
speak something* in the interest of the
people, it i3 politics. This is a very funny
argument. Such argumnts, the ruling'
people have given many times.

Now I would like to state here the
reactions, if you want to know. We have
known reactions from various States,
especially from West Bengal. The Chief
Minister, Mr. Jyoti Bosu, has already given
a statement against it. He and Mr. Ashok
Mitra, the Finance Minister, both of them,
are in Delhi at present. Maybe, they are
discussing the issue with the proper,
authorities. Not only that, but the Cabinet
of the Left Front Government has also
issued a statement against it. They have
expressed their deep anxiety over it. The
Left Front Committee has taken a. decision
against it. And not only that, mass
organisations like the Kisan Sabha, trade
unions, women's organisations and various
other organisation ; are launching a
movement against
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it. I am from West Bengal. We have the
bitterest experience of commodities of
daily use disappearing from the market
after the declaration of decontrol. Now, it
has already happened. In some of the
villages, it has already  started
disappearing. In Darjeeling, my friend
here is teﬁing me, sugar has already
disappeared from many places. This is a
funny mathematical fallacy to say that the
controlled rate was Rs. 2.30 and in the
open market, the price was jomething like
Rs. 3.40 or Rs. 3.50 and we find out a
mean and that is Rs. 2.75 and in any case
will not go beyond Rs. 2.80. One of the
hon. Members has already asked in whose
interest it will go. In the interest of the
millions of consumers ? No. They do not
buy from the open market. They get sugar
on?,y from the ration shops. They get it at
Rs. 2.30. They constitute 80 per cent of
the people. For them, the price is
definitely increasing. And it will not
remain at Rs. 2.75 or Rs. 2.80,1 am telling
you, because we have a long experience,
during war-time and after war-time, dining
Emergency and after Emergency, that
whenever decontrol takes place, the
commodities sugar and everything,
disappear from the market. For the time
being, the prices may not be so high, but
after some time, the commodities will
disappear.. ..

SHRI KALP NATH RAI : Black
marketeers.

SHRIMATI KANAK MUKHERIJEE.: . .
. .from the market. This has happened in
the case of groundnut oil, baby food and
other commodities of daily use. In West
Bengal we have had the bitterest
experience. After that, you get it from the
black market at a much higher price. So.
there is no use of face-saving or eyewash
here. There is no use of saying "We will
not allow the prices to go up," They will
20 up,, They have decided on decontrol for
getting the price higher; that is the truth.
Now the Central Government must have
got by this time the memorandum from the
State Government of West Bengal
requesting die Centre to give at least the
agreed quota of sugar to our State so that
we can give to our people through the fair-
price shops at reasonable prices, at the
controlled prices. The West Bengal
Government made this request long before.
And now they are still requesting mat
more and more commodities of daily use
should be taken under Government control
and distributed through the fair-price shops
at controlled rates. They have named 8/10
commodities of daily use. Instead of
moving in that direction die Central
Government is decontrolling sugar one
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[Shrimati Kanak Mukherjee] of the
most vital and essentia, commodities- In
whose interest does it go ? It goes without
saying that once more the Janata
Government has bowed down to the
wishes of the monopoly businessmen. So
by whichever argument they may try to
defend their decision the people in general
are against it Coming from West Bengal [
can say that the Government of West
Bengal is againit it; the Left Front
Committee is against it; the masses of
people are against it; mass organisations
and representatives of people are against
it; and we the MPs representatives of the
people, are against it. Similarly, you have
got similar reactions from many other
States. So I request the Central
Government to revise their decision,
taking into consideration the reactions of
the common people and  the
representatives of people But if they do
not react to the reactions jf the millions of
people, of the representatives of millions
of people and the State Governments, if
they do not take their memoranda into
consideration, then they will invite their
own danger. Thank you.

SHRI BHANU PRATAP SINGH : Sir,
the hon. lady Member has only repeated
most of the criticism that was earlier made.
Therefore, I will not reapeat my reply. I
will only mention one fact that when the
control on the movement of rice was
removed, the Chief Minister of West
Bengal had also very strongly protested at
that time.

He had said hat all this rice would go to
hoarder's stocks and prices would go very
high. He had created an apprehension in
the minds a least of the people of West
Bengal that some calamity wac going to
come. But nothing happened. All over the
country controls on movement were
removed West Bengal insisted that at least
for the Calcutta regions—Asansol—
Durga-pur—Calcutta complex—they
should he allowed to retain statutory
control. We a--et'eH to their  request
and they
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maintained it. But now what is happening
there in everybody's knowledge. The lady
Member also must be knowing it. The
Wesi Bengal Government has relaxed all
those controls on movement and rice is
coming freely into Calcutta. The rice-
growers of West Bengal are happy now.
The consumers in the Calcutta region are
happy now. I can, therefore, assure the
honourable lady Member that the same
thing will happen in respect of sugar-cane
also. All their apprehensions are
misplaced. Then she said while our public
distribution is  being dismantled. ..

SHRI KALYAN ROY : Sugar has
already disappeared from Calcutta.

SHRI BHANU PRATAP SINGH
There is no restriction now. L«t die West
Bengal Government come and purchase
sugar available in the factories at ex-
factory price of Rs- 215. After paying
excise duty, costs, etc. it can still be made
available to the people at Rs 975 in
Calcutta. There is no law which prevents
the West Bengal Government from doing
it. If they insist on maintaining their
public distribution system, let them buy in
the open market freely available in all
factories Let them take it to West Bengal
and distribute it. But there can be no
special treatment for the people of one
State. The Lady Member keeps on saying
West Bengal, Left-Front Government, and
all that. Now, the people of West Bengal
do not constitute even 10 per cent of the
people of this country who have hailed
this  decontrol of sugar,

PROF. SOURENDRA BHATTA-
CHARIEE : Sir, I have listened to with
rapt attention to die very bold statement,
very bold policy, statements, covering
various gamuts of public distribution
policy made by the honourable Minister of
State for Agriculture By implication he
has attacked the policy of subsidised price,
that is, public distribution of essential
commodities in certain parts of the
country, or, in almost all parts of the
country. He has expressed his deep
concern for the cost of production of the

mill -owners. He has made a spirited
defence against the levy, to to sa>. Again
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e ha? maintained that this levy sugar was
b'ing distributed to the rich people to the
detriment of the poor people, as if all
those living in statutory rationing areas
or in raadified rationing areas are rich
people.

Now they will offer this
quantity in the fric market an I sell thei"
entire production at a  price of their
manipulation and choice. In many
parts of the country sugar is either scarce

or is selling at high prices.

It has been said that mariy things are not
clear. But, Sir. in his mind he is very clea
about c-rtain things. Before oractically on
the 10th this declaration was made, the
mill owners must have got the hint of it
because the recommendations of the
Committee that was aopointed were made
public. So, these manufacturers,, and these
traders, who are very adept in the art of
mani-pul ation, speculation,
blackmarketing, hoa" ding, etc. will do ali
these things and I thin t at he M isterwill
assure us that if he pr-ce ri*e, he will act.

We aie not interested to kn<w wh'
thei thepre\iousG< vemmcin pursu< d this
policy. But we are interested to know
whetl er this Government is following the
same policy or to what exten t changes
have occured. We are interested in the
protection of the interests of the con-
sumers and the interest of the erne
growers and, at the same time, the
interests of the worker? in the factories, It
is seen now that the cane growers are not
going to be benefited additionally by this
iri any way. The consumers will be hard
hit and the workers also are not going to
be benefited. Hence this policy is
designed to benefit the mill owners only
and the Government is not able to say that
it is not so. We would appeal to the
Government to look at it from the point of
view of the consumers and consumers all
over the country and in the interes t f the
consumers, this policy, should be
changed.

SHRI BHANU PRATAP SINGH t
Sir, I would like to just n odifv my reply
given earlier to the extent that I siid that
ten per cent of the people of the countrv
might perhaps not like thii and I would
now like to clarify that I have no doubt
that the rural people in West Bengal will
also hail this decontrol. This has
happened earlier nd this will happen

SHRI BHANU PRATAP SINGH : It is
true that West Bengal had requested for
more levy sugar which we declined and
for very good reasons also, the reason
being that we cannot adopt two standards.
It was decided that all over the country
levy sugar would be allowed at the rate of
425 gms. per capita per month and on this
basis the West Bengal Government was
allowed this quota which was due to. it on
the basis of its population. They came out
with the argument that if we want to
extend this facility to the rural people
also, then we should give them additional
quota.

SHRI SUJAN SINGH (Haryana) : Both
as a Member of Parliament and a farmer, I
want to shower my praise on this Janta
Government, Janata party and also the
hon. Mmlster for taking this decision....
(Interruptlons If we analyse the situation
prevailing before decontrol, we would
definitely come to the conclusion that it is
a rorre cl decision. What was the condition
before the decontrol? It was more
production and less take-off. Now what
will happen ? More sugar will be
consumed in the country, which is in the
inteiest of the millcwners, in the interests
of farmers and in the interests of the
country as a whole. Now, we are
expecting record production during this
year, 1978-79 about 65 lakh tonnes. If
decontrol had not been done, there would
have been a huge crisis and the
Government weuld not have been able to
take care of it.
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We would have again criticised the Go-'
vernment iirthc month of Ccie LOT. Big
stocks of sugar would have been accumu-
lated and there would have been payments
ofheavymterest and factories we ukl thus
be losing the'r own piofits. Sugar mills
were becoming more and more sick day by
day which again is rot in the interests of
the farmers or in naticna] interests.
Farmers were burning their cane; cane was
nor taken up by factories as it was
becoming unprofitable fcr them to
Eurqhase the cane. Those people who were

aving ration shops in the rural areas were
also makm% black money by not supplying
sugar to the rural people. Members of
Parliament even during tie last session
were also criticising the Government and
they were persuading the Govenemer.t in
this House that there should be no dual
control.

But, now when this Decontrol has been
done the opposition for the sake of oppo-
sition continues. My friends in the
opposition should not criticise the Go-
vernment on this issue. This was the
occasion when they should have joined us
in congratulating the Government. Now,
what will happen after decontrol. More
sugarcane will be consumed by the
factories for more sugar production with
the result that the farmers will be saved
from burning their crops. They will get
more  encouragement for  growing
sugarcane. The mills will also be saved
from being ruined. The hon. Minister has
rightly said that if the mills are ruined, the
farmers will also be ruined. The mills are
tl ¢ hands which lay the golden e%s for
the farmers provided they are not wed
to become fat. If the hens die for short of
food farmers will also have to suffer.
Therefore, this decision is in the interest
of the farmers, the mill-owners who will
also be able to earn reasonable profits, the
Government and the nation alike. This
decision is not in the interest of any one
community or class. This is the decision
which' we should all welcome as it
benefits reasonably all classes.

Let it
be distributed to the poorer sections of
people who work in the factories or the
fields and such people whose income is
less than Rs. 200 or Rs. 300. We are not
objecting to that Let it be distributed like
that. For that, even if I an required to sell
one tonne or two tonnes at the controlled
price, at a price less than the cost price, let
it be. Lt th?m distribute it to the poorer
sections of the society . We do not object
to that- ftut what is th- G">vrmny»nt doing?

SHRI K.V. RAGHUNATHA REDDY:
(Andhra Pradesh) : Mr Deputy Chairman,
Sir, having observed the replies of the hon
Minister. I was rather not only amazed but
frightened about the way in which the
economic problems of the country are
being dealt with. On a high authority from
Bengal I learn that the entire sugar in
Bengal has disappeared and I am not
given to listening to rumours. I am
speaking from die information that has
been given to me from a very high
authority, and in fact the government ot
West Bengal if I may say so. And I don't
think that the Government of West Bengal
can be irresponsible. The Government of
India cannot say that government of West
Bengal does not have the information at
its disposal.

[The Vice-Chairman (Shri Syed
Nizam-Ud-Din) in the Chair]

Apart from this Sir previously
whenever there was a sugar decontrol
there used to be a strong suspicion not an
innocent affair but quite a sordid sto
behind every sugar decontrol. I am afraid
the same thing appears to continue even
now

SHRI V. V. SWAMINATHAN (Tamil
Nadu) : It used to happen at election
times.

SHRI K.V. RAGHUNATHA REDDY;
Sir this is a very sad state of affairs. Sugar
decontrol is not such an innocent affair as
it is sought to be depicted. Even in Delhi
there is the danger of sugar prices going
up. Sugar has already gone into hiding
and black market would start now. This is
the situation which 1 want the
Government  to  seriously  realise.
Whenever sugar decontrol was undertaken
I can tell you with a certain amount of
knowledge of the subject the Ministers
were led to believe that it would reduce
the prices. This is the pathological
phenomenon which afflicts almost every
Minister in the Government This is a very
sad state of affairs. Every Minister who
deals with the subject seems to believe
that as soon as there is decontrol there
would be plenty of sugar available.
Unfortunately the situation is different.
Same is the case in relation to cotton.
Same is the case with regard to jute. Same
is the case with regard to cement. Same is
the case with regard to edible oils. This is
the situation into which the Government is
leading itself. There are very responsible
Ministers here. Mr Vajapayee Mr Advani
and other friends
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are here. I would like them to realise that
they have reached a stage where the trans-
fer of resources from rural sector is fast
taking place into the industrial sector and
the industrial sector is not in a position to
invest it in further production. That is why
all this kind of economic gerrymandering is
taking place on the economic front. This
represents the most dangerous situation
apart from the devaluation of the rupee
which is also linked with the international
economic market. This is the situation
which I want the hon. Minister to
understand and also the distinguished
Cabinet colleagues of the hon. Minister to
understand before the economic situation
goes out of hand. People lose faith, I do not
mind if the?/ lose faith in the Government.
If the people lose faith m the political and
economic institutions that this country had
nurtured so far and if people lose faith in
the democratic institutions and the
democratic way of functioning of our
polity, then there is the real danger which
any Government of this country will have
to face. It does not matter whether one
Government goes and anodier Government
comes. The only answer for this is that all
the saner elements in Indian society must
join hands for the purpose of defending the
interests of the people and saving this
country from chaos and disorder.

In the meantime, Sir, I am afraid the
peasant is not going to get even one naya
paisa benefit out of the rise in prices. Well
the same is the situation in U.P. The same
is the situation in Andhra Pradesh. And do
you know that the peasantry has risen in
revolt in Tamil Nadu? For the first time in
the history of Tamil Nadu the peasantry
has risen 1n revolt and all tributes to them
at least to those who have come out into
the streets to fight for their rights.

SHRI N. G. RANGA (Andhra Pradesh)
: And same is me "situation in U.P. also.

SHRI K. V. RAGHUNATHA
REDDY : In such a situation Sir, I do not
want the Government and its leaders to
mislead themselves into believing that
decontrol of sugar is going to help them. I
wish them well. I do not want that the
Government must fall on this ground. I do
not want that the people should lose faith
in the political institutions that the country
had built up step by step. Whatever ste
the Government might take I am afraid,
this is the ultimate effect on the
psychology of the people. I do not want to
enter into a debate. If it is a question of
debate on the economics of su™ax T am
afraH. I know much more than what the
Govrnment knows. TF it is a qri ion of
discussion of the economic
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problems, devaluation of the rupee or ef
the pound or a debate on the industrial
sector. I can easily point out the short-
coming of the Government on these ques-
tions. But I do not want to enter into a
debate on this matter. I want them to
understand realistically and wiuh a sense
of objectivity what is happening and how
the people also react. It is not merely a
uestion of what the Government be-
lieves. You should also understand how
the people react. I want them to realise
diis and I do not want to enter into a
debate. I have no doubt in my mind that
this is a very disastrous policy of de-
control and I am opposed to it became all
decontrols have been disastrous so far.
Thank you.

SHRI BHANU PRATAP SINGH : I can
only say that old suspicions persist. It has
been said that in the past when decontrol
was made, it produced disastrous results. It
is true and 1 would also, in those
circumstances, have not advised decontrol.
But the circumMan-ces are entirely
different today. I will read some figures. In
1969770, production (ff sugar was 42.6
lakh tonnes. In 1970-7". it was 37.4 lakh
tonnes and in 1071-72, it was 31.3 lakh
tonnes. There was a declining trend in the
production of sugar and at that time I do
nit know under what advice the then
Government decontrolled the sugar. But
today, the conditions are entirely difli u nt.
We have produced much more than last
year which was itself a record production
and we have produced nearly the same this
year and It may be the same next year also.
Therefore, the circumstances are not
comparable at all.

Now, the point has been raised about
the consumers. Do the consumers live
only in cities ? I have no doubt that more
people live in villages : even in absolute
numbers more people will b< nf fit by
decontrol thn to pay a little higher price in
the cities. I can also say that under
decontrol also, the price of lrvy sugar
would have to be revised and it would
have to be raised to Rs. 2.50 per Kg. Now
if we have to revise it to Rs. a.50 and
leave all the black marketing : n ' ev
rything that was going en, if it not much
better that we are able tc svpply to the
people of this country sugai at Rs. 2.75.

Sir, so far a group of "Blue Bleed" p< cple
were consuming this fair price rcmioljed
sugar and the rest of the entire mullmele of
the country were suffering frem  the high
price that was going on all these years, and
in the periphery people were not getting
sugar even by paying Rs. 5 per kg. I only
request the Government that the price of
sugar may be fixe d and at the same time
interest of the faimers must also be
looked into. This year so many farmers
were unable to cut sugarcane because the
cost of cutting sugarcane was higher then
the cost of sugarcane itself. Therefore, the
price of sugarcane must be protected. So
much so that all these farmers may be
given subsidy or some advance assistance
for the cutting and selling processes. Due
to heavy flood this year in TJ. P. and Bihar

we expect a  bumper crop of
sugarcane. Letnot the farmer suffer as
before. Their interest may be

protected by raising the cost of
sugarcane per tonnage. Fixing of suage
price is not alarming for anybody because
so far more than go per cent of the sugar
consumers were paying Rs. 5 per kg. They
had to pay still higher rates for items based
on sugar, like chocolates, lemon
juice,etc. Some bogus industries which
are  processing Sugar into chocolates,
lemon juice, etc. are actually selling one
kg. sugar at Rs. 20 or more. The
Government should see that a large
quantity of sugar diverted into those
bogus industries is minimised. Sugar must
be consumed as sugar. In case there is any
fallacy anywhere, the Government should
check it. If necessary, the Government
should start even fair price shops to sell
sugar at fixed price all over the country.
I again want to go on record that
whatever may be the opposition in this
House or elsewhere c
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shall not go back a step. Decontrol is a
must. After all, we have done away with
the dual policy which the last Government
was. carrying on.

A group of "Blue Blood" such cannot
flourish by taking advantage of any such
lacuna in the Government machinery to
carry on black market on sugar in the
periphery and hobnobbing with the sugar
magnates in the Centre.

The persons who have been shouting
here their agencies in the periphery were
helping black marketing and taking sugar
every day on the pretext of the brother's or
sister's marriage and so on. And their
leaders were hobnobbing widi the sugar
magnates. We have really done a good
thing in that we have fulfilled the mandate
for which the people voted us. My only
emphasis is that the interests of the
sugarcane growers must be kept in mind.
