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transferred to Hyderabad. Sir, it was under
the instructions from the Finance Minister
himself. I repeat it again. And one Member of
the Board repeatedly telephoned and telexed
from here to Mr. Ghosh, the Deputy Collector
in Ahmedabad to release the diamond, and
the Enforcement Officer who was responsible
for the seizure of this diamond was also
threatened by the Minister himself. I would
like to know specifically from the hon.
Minister why this diamond was released and
was it only because it belonged to a relative
of the Janata Party President there. I would
also like to know how the unclaimed dia-
monds were released to the parties, to who,,
they were released and under what rules.

SHRI H. M. PATEL: I think, the hon.
Member has said nothing but a tissue of lies.

SHRI YOGENDRA MAKWANA.- It is
not a lie. It is , fact. I am prepared to prove it.

MR. CHAIRMAN; Shri Laksh-manan.

SHRI YOGENDRA MAKWANA: What
about the unclaimed diamonds?

SHRI G. LAKSHMANAN.- May I know
from the... (Interruptions). May I know
whether the smuggling business has thrived
under the Congress regime or under the
Janata regime? I want to know this because
the smuggled goods are being sold to the
public. The Congress Government would
have als,0 recovered money and you als,
would have recovered money. I want to know
whether the money recovered by your regime
was more or less than the money recovered
by the Congress regime that is the
Government of India smuggling business.
