(b) Most of the above outstandings are on 
account of credits extended to parties as an 
incentive for maintaining their normal off-
take during the periods when the production 
of some categories of steel, particularly H. R. 
Coils and Skelp and Alloy Steels, was more 
than the domestic demand.
