An Ashram named 
"Ananda Vadi" exists at Nangiareth 
Malakkara in Chengannur (Alleppey 
District) 150 Kilometers away from 
Trivandrum. The Ashram is visited 
by foreigners for religious purposes. 

(b) On the June 1977, a search was 
conducted at the residential premises 
of Shri K. Padmanabhan Menon who 
is presently in charge of the Ashram. 
The search was not in connection 
with alleged espionage activity.
