THE MINISTER OF COMMUNICA-
TIONS (SHRI BRIJ LAL VERMA): (a) 
4,545 post offices were opened during the 
last three years from April, 1974 to March, 
1977. 

During the current financial year, it is 
proposed to open 3100 post offices in the 
rural areas. In the urban areas, post offices 
will be opened as needed and justified. 

(b) About 11,200 villages. 

(c) It is expected that most of these 
villages will be covered by the Daily 
Delivery Scheme by the end of this 
financial year.
