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Kashmir, Assam, Manipur, Nagaland,
and Tripura, a more liberal pattern
of Central assistance has been adopt-
ed under which 90 per cent of Cen-
tral assistance is given by way of
grants and 10 per cent by way of
loans, while in other cases the pro-
portion of grants to loans is 30:70.
The North Eastern Councijl also un-
dertakes development schemes of
common benefit to the regions which
are fully financed by the Centre. In
deciding the Central Government's
investments in industry and infra-
structure, and in schemes of industrial
incentives, the objective of reducing
inter-State and regional inequalities
is also borne in mind.
