Dimethoate technical in the country is 1000
tonnes per annum. Estimated demand for this
item for 1977-78 and 1978-79 is of the order
of 900 tonnes and 1000 tonnes respectively.

(b) No shortage has so far been reported
in respect of this product.

(c) Does not arise.

SHRI SYED NIZAM-UD-DIN: Sir, |
would like to know from the hon. Minister
whether it is a fact that this industry is not
working to the fullest capacity because there
is not as much demand as we are producing.
If so, how much capacity in this industry is
unutilised so far?

SHRI H. N. BAHUGUNA: Sir, my answer
says that the installed capacity is about 1000
tonnes per annum and the current requirement
is about 900 tonnes. It will go up to 1000
tonnes in 1978-79. Therefore, the idle
capacity is 100 tonnes. It is coming up and in
one year's time we will make it up.
