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t{THE MINISTER OF PARLIAMEN-
TARY AFFAIRS AND LABOUR (SHRI
RAVINDRA VARMA) : (a) to (c) The
question of holding a session of Parliament in
the South was examined by a Committee of
Members of Parliament in 1968. It came to
the following conclusions :

. It is not feasible under the existing
conditions and circumstances to hold one
session of Parliament annually either at
Trivandrum or at Bangalore by making
minor adjustments.

2. If a decision is taken to hold one
session of Parliament annually either at
Trivandrum or at Bangalore, this can be
arranged by incurring capital expenditure
of the order of rupees 15 to 16 crores and
recurring annual expenditure of the order of
1.05 to 1.25 crores.

3. It would also require a preparatory
time of 3 to 4 years.

'The financial and other difficulties pointed
out by the Committee, whose Report was
placed on the Table of both Houses in May,
1969, still continue to prevail. At present
there is no proposal to reconsider the
decision.]
