(ii)) A scheme for award of scho-
larships to young workers in different
cultural fields including classical
music.

(iii)) A scheme for giving building
grants and equipment grants to cultural
organisations primarily working in the
fields of dance, drama, music, fine
arts, indology, literature, etc.

3. Following steps have been taken
by the All India Radio for populari
sation of Indian classical music: —

(i) An annual Radio Sangeet
Sammelan.

(ii)) A concert of classical music
(vocal/instrumental) by leading artistes
of both Hindustani and Karna-tak
music broadcast every Saturday over
the entire network of All India Radio.

(iii) Sunday morning recitals
broadcast once a month in which old
masters and leading artistes of
Hindustani music are featured.

(iv) Friday concerts featuring young
and up-coming artistes which are
relayed by South Indian stations and
Tuesday concerts relayed by all North
Indian stations.
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(v) Annual music competition for
spotting and encouraging new talent in
classical and light music.

(vi) Observance of anniversaries-of
well-known musicians when old
recordings are put out.

(vii) Maintenance of a library where
recordings of old masters and leading
living exponents of Hindustani and
Karnatak music are preserved.

(viii) Introduction of chain-bookings
of classical music artistes to enable
listeners to listen to prominent artistes
and young and upcoming artistes of
other zones;

(ix) Invited audience concerts in far
flung areas to develop a taste-for
classical music and to inculcate the
habit of concert singing in younger
artistes;

(x) Music lessons and music ap-
preciation programmes on the Radio.

(xi) Release of renderings of clas-
sical music by old masters on gramo-
phone discs for sale.
