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DR. PRATAP CHANDRA CHUN-
DER: Sir, this supplementary ques-
tion ig linked up with the basic prob-
lem, the problem of the language for-
mula. Whether there will be two
languages or three languages. All
these questions are there. Now, al-
ready, in any case, we have the three-
language formula and the students are
burdened with the study of three lan-
guages. If, in addition, they have to
study a fourth language, Sanskrit,
they might be over-burdened. There-
fore, I find that in many States the
study of Sanskrit which was compul-
sory in our days ig now made optional.
This is the practical problem regard-
ing Sanskrit that we are facing thro-
ughout the country. We have to study
the mother-tongue, then Hindj ag the
Rashtra Bhasha, ang then some other
language, and, in addition to that, if
we are to study Sanskrit, that might
put a great burden on the student.
That is one of the difficulties which
the people who love Sanskrit are fac-
ing in different States.

PRATAP CHANDRA CHUN-
DER: Sir, the Honourable Member has
touched a very sore point in our pub-
lic life because politics actually tea-
ches every aspect of our life.

Of course, these matters may
come up before the visitor, and the
Education Department will act as the
Secretariat for the Visitor who ig the
Acting President at the present mo-
ment. If these matters actually come
up before the visitor, then only the
Education Ministry, can intervene.
Otherwise, universities being outono-
mous bodies, this is somewhat difficult
at the present moment.

DR. PRATAP CHANDRA CHUN-
DER: Sir, I have already stated the
present statutory position. The Hono-
urable Member may himself give some
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concrete suggestion how we can have
this matter changed. As you know,
Sir, education js now a Concurrent
Subject. So, these matters can be
gone into by the Central Government
and the Honourable Member himself
may alse initiate some private legis-
lation in this behalf,

SHRIMATI SUMITRA G. KUL-
KARNI: Sir, if T have understooq the
Honourable Minister correctly, there
appears to be no consistent policy
followed in this matter by each uni-

versity. If that be so, Sir, will the
Honourable Minister, as suggested
by the Honourable Member, Shri

Prakash Veer Shastri, at least
now consider appointing a com-
mission or some senior educationist

of this country for deciding' as to how
the Honoris Causa degrees could be
awarded and evolve a uniform policy,
because it is admitted that in the pre-
vious years a number of such awards
have been taken or given to people
who are not quite worthy of that
honour. I will not say that they were
not, but stil] that is questionable and
we may not go into that matter. But,
it ijs very essential that we should not
avoid this problem and we should
face it squarely with the University
Grants Commission also. And, parti-
cularly now that it is a Concurrent
Subject, it is the greater responsibility
of the Education Ministry to tackle
this issue and straighten it up once
and for all. Will the hon. Minister
assure this House that he will seriously
consider this proposal? -

DR. PRATAP CHANDRA CHUN-
DER: Sir, it has been repeated several
times that the universities are auto-
nomous bodies and in their statutes,
the procedure for conferment of hono-
rary degrees differ. And yesterday in
my statement, I have made it clear
before thig august House that the
Government hag no intention to inter-
fere unduly with the autonomy of the
universities. We believe that these
universities are run by responsible
people. So, if in any particular case,
there ig something to complain about,
that might be agitated elsewhere
rather than in this august House.
