THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE

The State 
Government of Gujarat had proposed elec-I 
triflcation of Ahmedabad-Gandhinagar as | an 
extension of electrification of Bombay-
Ahmedabad section. No proposal has been 
received from the State Government of 
Maharashtra. 

SHRI DEORAO. PATIL : Sir, is it a faci 
(hat Ihc Estimates Committee of the Lok 
Sabha had recommended electrification on 
the railways to an extent of 1800 km during 
the Fifth Plan period and, ii it is so, has the 
Railways prepared any plan for this based on 
this recommendation and, also, what are the 
new projects in Maharashtra in the proposed 
plan ? 

SHRI BUTA SINGH : Yes, Sir. There

| Committee and the Public Accounts Conv 

! mittee of the  Lok Sabha and  both those 

tThe question was actually asked on | the 
floor of the House by Shri Deorao ! Patil. 
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Committees were critical of the slow progress 
of electrification. But, Sir, again all that I have 
to say is that this is because of the inadequacy 
of funds and that is why we are not able to 
progress much even m the matter of 
electrification of the track. 

As regards the second part of his question, 
in Maharashtra, survey work for 
electrification has been completed for the 
electrification of Durg-Nagpur and Nag-pur-
Bhusawal sections and the route-kilo-metrage 
of Durg-Nagpur section is 265 Nagpur-
Bhusaval, 393 kilometres. The cost in terms 
of rupees will be 17.09 crores and in the 
second section Rs. 24.50 crores. 

 
SHRI BUTA SINGH : Sir, this electri-

fication we will be able to take up only when 
the funds are available. This project will 
cost—it was calculated a few years back and 
this will have to be upgraded according to the 
present cost. Subject to this scheme being 
approved for execution, it is proposed to 
include these works in the next year's 
programme, i.e. 1977-78. Normally, the 
completion of this scheme will take 4-5 years. 
Provided  we are given funds, it will be 
possible for us to complete it by the end of 
1981 and the beginning of 1982.
