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DR. RAJAT KUMAR CHAKRABARTI : 
Sir, a good number of smuggled radio sets are 
sold in our country, in the big cities, every 
year. Some of these are unlicensed and some 
are licensed through unscrupulous dealers. 
May I know from the hon. Minister whether 
the Government have any machinery to detect 
such sales of smuggled radios, whether 
licensed or unlicensed ? What steps have been 
taken so far ? 

SHRI JAGANNATH PAHADIA : Sir, I 
think the hon. Member should approach the 
Ministry of Finance. 

DR. RAJAT KUMAR CHAKRABARTI . 
I asked whether they have any machinery and 
about the steps taken to detect such sales of 
smuggled radio sets. 

SHRI   JAGANNATH   PAHADIA :   The 
sale of smuggled radios sets is not the con- 
.cern of this Ministry. 

MR. CHAIRMAN . You have to reply to 
this question. You cannot say that he should 
approach some other Ministry. You should 
also collect the information. For every 
supplementary, you cannot say that some other 
Ministry should be approached. This is not 
correct. You have also to collect the 
information.

of telephone connections in Gujarat was 
1,18,745 including 35.474 at' Ahmedabad as 
on 1-5-76. 

(b) and (cl During the last two years 29,125 
new connections have been provided in 
Gujarat State, of whbh 9,457 were in the area 
served by Ahmedabad Telephone District. 

(d) It has been tentatively planned to 
provide about 18,400 connections in Gujarat 
State including 2,300 connections in 
Ahmedabad Telephone District during the 
current year.

SAIN A. SAMAD : Mr. Chairman, Sir. 
hundreds of people have deposited huge 
amounts of money under the OYT scheme, 
but still they are Kept on Che waiting list. 
May 1 know from the hon'ble Minister 
the reasons for not providing them new 
connection so far ? : 

DR.   SHANKER   DAYAL  SHARMA   : 
So  far as  Ahmedabad  and  the  whole  of 
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Gujarat are concerned, there are only 644 
people on the waiting list in Ahmedabad and 
905 in the whole of Gujarat, those who have 
paid money under the OYT scheme. We are 
trying to provide them new connections this 
year.

Will the Minister of COMMUNICATIONS 
be pleased to slate ; 

(a) whether an electronic telephone 
exchange is proposed to be installed in Delhi; 

(b) if so. what are the salient features 
thereof;  and 

(c) by when it is likely to be commis-
sioned and which areas are likely to be served  
by this  exchange ? 

THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE 
MINISTRY OF COMMUNICATIONS 
(SHRI JAGANNATH PAHADIA) :     (a) 
Yes, Sir. An Electronic Telephone Exchange 
of indigenous design is being installed for 
commercial trials at Rajouri Garden in Delhi. 

'b) The salient features of this exchange as 
follows :— 

(1) It will be controlled by an indi-
genously designed digitial computer 
optimised for handling of telephone 
calls. 

(2) It will require less floor sna:c than 
the conventional switching 
equipment. 

(3) ft will have considerable advantages 
of quicker manufacture, installation 
and reduced maintenance 
requirements. 

(4) It will provide greater flexibility 
compared    to    the    conventional

electro-mechanical exchanges used 
in the country, in modifying as well 
as in provision of new services to 
both subscribers and administration. 

(c) The exchange is likely to be com-
missioned for commercial trials during 1977. 
A portion of the area around Rajouri Garden, 
now being served Irom Karolbagh exchange, 
will be served by the Electronic Exchange. 

SHRI HARSH DEO MALAVIYA : Sir, I 
would like to know who are the designers or 
manufacturers of the electronic telephone 
exchange. And what would be the cost of one 
such telephone exchange ? And, is it a fact 
that this is being developed by the 
Telecommunications Research Centre and it is 
being worked on the specification of a 
domestic satellite and that the Government has 
a scheme of transmitting satellite 
communication '.' 

DR.  SHANKER  DAYAL  SHARMA   : 
The design has been worked by the Tele-
communications/Research Centre. It is being 
manufactured jointly by 1TI and the Bharat 
Electronics. Some portion is being 
manufactured by the Bharat Electronics and 
the rest by ITT. We have sort; in for 1000 
lines in the beginning to have the field trial 
and after we get the feed-back reports, we will 
go in for a larger exchange. This 1000-line 
exchange, being a small exchange, is going to 
cost us about Jits. 90 lakhs, but, later on, when 
we go in for a 10,000-line exchange, the ™ost 
per line will come down. 

SHRI HARSH DEO MALAVIYA : Are 
you having a telecommunication satellite line 
also ? 

DR.   SHANKER  DAYAL  SHARMA   : 
Of course, it will be useful for the tele-
communication satellite also. Like other 
exchanges, we will be able to use the elec-
tronic exchange also for domestic satellite, if 
and when it comes. 

SHRI HARSH DEO MALAVIYA :    Is 
there is any scheme to have a domestic 
satellite at a cost of about Rs. 100 crores ? 
There is a report in the preas about it.
