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“We cannot rule out the use of nuclear
weapons on a regional basis”—note the
words ‘regional basis—when national
interests are involved”.

Now, in view of the present American pos-
ture being one of putting out threats of use
of nuclear weapons and of seeking support
for direct military intervention in Angola
and other areas, I should like to know
whether the Government, apart from estab-
lishing our Embassy there, would take
other steps in consultation with the other
like-minded nations in order to see that the
liberation movement in Southern Africa
advances and that the security of that region
is not disturbed at all and that a proper
reply is given to these methods of nuclear
blackmail and other threats put out by Dr.
Kissinger.

SHRI Y. B. CHAVAN : Sir, as we all
know, this policy of intervention in Angola
has been defeated and the whole world will
know exactly that all these big words that
were used by....

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA : What ?

SHRI Y. B. CHAVAN : Isaid, all these
big words that were used by the big powers. .

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA : Only big
words ?

SHRI Y. B. CHAVAN : I will say,
‘threatening words’. These threatening
words, I would say, ultimately proved to be
empty words. But there is no doubt about
this that we are certainly against it, against
any use of nuclear weapons either regiona-
lly or in any way and, certainly, we have
expressed our views on this matter.

As regards the question of the attitude
to be adopted about the liberation struggle
in Southern Africa, as the honourable
Members knows, this question was discussed
in the Commonwealth Heads of States’
Conference that was held in Kingston in
which our Prime Minister represented our
country and this question has been cons-
tantly before the Non-aligned Nation’s
Conference and the Co-ordination Burean
would be meeting some time towards the
end of May or early June and I am sure that
the entire question will be examined in all
its aspects.
