National Council for Teacher Education (NCTE) has relaxed its norms
for setting up of Elementary Teacher Education Institutions for
preparing Elementary Teachers, in order to meet the requirement of
additional teachers arising due to opening of new primary schools
and upgradation of primary schools to upper primary schools.

For training of untrained teachers, specially designed courses through
the distance-mode are being conducted by IGNOU which include
Certificate in Primary Education Course (CPE) for the North-Eastern
Region and a two year Diploma Course for certain other States in the
country, based on State-specific requirements.

Under Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan (SSA), funds are allocated for special
training of 60-days for untrained teachers.
