(b) The Payment of dearness allowance in
most of the organised industries is linked
with changes in the consumer price index
numbers, All India or local centres, as the
case may be. Between July, 1975 and
January, 1976, there has been a steadv dec-
line in the consumer price index numbers
(The All-India Tndex (1960=100) declined
from 324 in July, 1975 to 298 in Jannary,
1976).

The actual decline in the quantum of
dearness allowance in any particular indus-
try would depend on the prevailing system
of dearness allowance. Detailed informa-
tion on the number of workers involved and
the extent of deduction is not available.

(¢} The wholesale price index for manu-
factures (base 1961-62=100) comprising
‘Chemicals’, ‘Machinery and Transport
Equipment’ and ‘Finished Products’ declined
from 248.6 in July, 1975 to 246.8 in De-
cember, 1975 it is however difficult to
establish, in the short run, any direct cor-
relation between the wholesale price index
for manufactures and decline in the quan-
