(Text of the President’'s address in
English)

I gives me great pleasure 10 wel-
tume you all and particularly to have
in our mdst the representatives of
Sikkim, which became the 22nd State
of the Indian Union in May, 1975. It
will be the endeavour of Govern-
ment to ensure speedy development of
this neglected hill State.

Last year, while noting the positive
trends in the economy arising out of
the firm measures taken by Govern-
ment, I drew attention to the efforts
of some groups to disrupt the existing
system and institutiong and the danger
this posed to the stability and progress
of our country. I appealed to them to
follow the path of discussion to bring
about changes and welcomed sugges-
tions for reform It is most unfortu-
nate that this appeal was not heeded.
Groups and elements of widely differ-
ing persuasionsg joined together to
paralyse tha country’s economic and
politica] life. They clutched at every
opportunity to create confusion in the
minds of the people and to foment
chaos and disorder. Their activities
seriously threatened internal security.
They were directed towards under-
mining Government’s vigoroug efforts
to curb economic offences, increase
production and ensure the smooth and
speedy movement of goods in order to
stem the rising tide of inflation, sta-

bilise the economy and bring relief to -

the people. The nation’s interests de-
manded firm and decisive action.

The declaration of emergency on
June 25, 1975, the 20-point Economic
Programme launched on July 1, 1875
and the steps taken to tone up effi-
ciency in all spheres of national life
have had a dramatic effect on the
health of the nation. Diffidence and
apathy have given place to confidence
that we can face our problems success-
fully if we are disciplined and united,
and do not allow our energies to be
frittered away. Our people have
given overwhelming support to the
steps taken by the Government and
have welcomed the change in the at-

[5 JAN.
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mosphere in the country Strengthen-
ed by this, decisive action hag been
taken by Government on a wide front,
Inflation has been checked. The over-
all price level has come down by 10
ber cent when compared to the peak
leve] reached in September, 1974, the
fall 11 the price level of food articles
being nearly 20 per cent, Stringent
action has been takepn against econo-
mic offences. Shortage of coal, power,
intermediate goodg like gteel and
cement and the dislocation and ineffi-
cient working of the transport system
had severely strained the economy
during 1973 and early 1974. This year
‘production has increaseq and perfor-
mance improved significantly in all
these sectors. With the co-operation
of workers, industrial peace has been
maintained, save in a few isolated
cases. Several distortions and imba-
lances that had developed in the eco-
nomy have been corrected. As a re-
sult of this, the privileges enjoyed by
some groups have been reduced, But
it should be remembered that no single
group can further ils interests in iso-
lation. The interests of each group
are dependent on the soundness of the
economy as a whole,

New wvigour has been imparted to
the implementation of programmes for
the uplift of the poor. Rapid progress
is being made in allotment of house
sites to the landless, implementation
of land reforms, increasing agricultural
wageg and giving relief from debts.

The problem of poverty cannot be
solved in a short time. We can make
a dent in it only through sustained
hard work and discipline in all walks
of life. The new spirit that has been
generated over the last few months
should therefore be maintained unim-
paired.

The 20-point Economic Programme
will continue to be implemented with
zeal, Government invites the full co-
opcration of the people as it is a peo-
ples’ programme and cannot be imple-
mented by official agencies along.
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We have a record kharif crop this
year. The maximum quantity of grain
will be procured so that farmers will
not have to sell below the procure-
ment price and in order to have suffi-
cient stocks to meet any unforeseen
eventuality.

We aim to extend irrigation to five
million more hectares before 1979,
Disputes between States have delayed
a number of projects. Government
will try to get acceptance of the con-
cept of water as g national gsset to be
utilised to the best advantage of all
the people. A Nationa] Water Resour-
ces Council with adequate powers to
prepare master plans for river basins
will be conslituted. Meanwhile, efforts
have been ntensified to settle as
many disputes as possible by bringing
the concerneg States together. Ag a
result, agreements have been reached
regarding some projects in the Nar-
mada basin, the Rajghat project on the
Betwa river and the Kadana project
on the Mahi river. The recent agree-
ment amongst five States on the utili-
sation of a major portion of the waters
of the Godavari river is a landmark
in the settlement of inter-State water
dispute by negotiations. The Goda-
vari basin covers a tenth of the area
of the country and the agreement will
enable the construction of projects to
irrigate five million hectares of land.

The outlay on the annual plan this
year is 25 per cent higher than last
year’s. This will be further increased
next year with emphasis on priority
sectors so that the impulses of growth
are quickened. Simultaneously, steps
will be taken to ensure the modernisa-
tion of industries like textiles and
sugar, which are engaged in the pro-
duction of mass consumption goods
and have been suffering from obsole-
scence and sickness

Industria]l licensing policies and
procedures have been under review.
Controls which are no longer relevant
will be removed {p increase produc-
tion in priority areas and widen the
entrepreneurial base, consistent with

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the objective of curbing the concen-
tration of economic power.

International economic events of the
last three years have imposed severe
strain on our balance of payments. A
big increase in exports is essentia] to
achieve a self-reliant economy. Seve-
ral measures have recently been ini-
tiated to promote exports. Special
steps will be taken, with the assistance
of State Governments, to increase ex-
ports of handlooms and handicrafis.
A review of policies and procedures
15 being made so as to remove con-
straints and obstructions.

Measures to improve administrative
efficiency will continue and will be
expanded, Our administrative proce-
dures and attitudes have remained
largely unchanged, specially in the
field of financial administration which
affects the working of all wings of
Government Government has decid-
ed upon a comprehensive scheme of
reform of financial administration,
which will be put through this year.
The maintenance of accounts of the
Union will be departmentalised and
separated from Audit. Rules and pro-
ducers for payment of salaries and
pensions, maintenance of provident
fund accounts, remittance and with-
drawal of moneys, and for sanction of
expenditure will be simplified and
modernised. Methods of evaluation of
performance will have to be changed
in order to make the administration
at every level result-oriented and
accountable.

A major achievement in the field of
health is the eradication of small pox.
Strict vigil is being kept against the
recurrence of this scourge. The cam-
paign against other communicable
diseases is being intensified.

We are aiming to reduce the birth
rate to 30 per thousand in the next
three years. To achieve this, the fami-
ly planning programme will have fo
become g mass movement New
schemes of incentives and disincen-
tiveg are being evolved to increase the
acceptance of a small family.
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Along with other countries, we ob-
served 1975 as International Women’s
Year. The problemg faceq by women
In & number of areas have been stu-
died in detail. The Ordinance gua-
ranteeing to women equal remunera-
tion for equal work will come before
you this session, A National Plan for
Women is being prepared, the imple-
mentation of which will help to re-
move some disabilities from which
they suffer,

1 congratulate our Space Scientists
and Engjneers on the construction of
our first Satellite, Aryabhata. The
successful working of the Satellite
Instructional Television Experiment
is a landmark in the practical appli-
cation of science and technology for
the benefit of the rural population.
This Experiment will help us to decide
on the use of television as a means of
mass communication in rural areas.

The importance of developing new
sources of energy has been recognised
and work is being intensified in a
number of areas. Bio-gag plants and
the utilisation of solar energy are be-
ing given high priority.

I shall now deal with our relations
with other countries.

We remain firm in our conviction
that normal and friendly relations be-
tween all the countries of the sub-con-
tinent are essential for the progress of
their peoples.

.Recent events in Bangladesh have
caused us anguish and concern, We
were shocked and grieved by the bru-
tal assassination of Sheikh Mujibur
Rahman, the members of his family
and his associates. Nevertheless, we
have treated developments in Bangla-
desh entirely as an interna]l affair of
that country. We are therefore dis-
tressed by the false propaganda that
i being carried on in some quarters.
In recent talks between representa-
tives of the two countries, we have
reaffirmed our desire for a peaceful
border and a stable, strong and indep-
endent Bangladesh in which the in-
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terest and welfare of all sections of
1itg people are safeguarded. Bangla-
desh emphasised jts desire to continue
the policy and ensuring equal rights
to all its people, irrespective of caste,
creeg and religion,

I regret that the progress of imple-
mentation of the Simla Agreement
has been slow because of disappointing
response from Pakistan, which has
continued a campaign of misrepresen-
tation of India.

Our traditional bonds of friendship
with Bhutan are growing., The pro-
gramme of economic co-operation has
taken g giant stride with the starting
of work on the Chukha hydro-electric
project.

Relations with our friendly neigh-
bour, Nepal, were further strengthen-
ed by the visit to India of their Majes-
ties the King and Queen in 1975, As
a result of the discussiong held during
the visit, there is better appreciation
of the mutual advantages of a joint
approach to the utilisation of waters
of the rivers flowing into India from
Nepal.

With Sri Lanka we have strengthen-
ed the tradition of informal and
mutually beneficial exchangeg and col-
laboration on matters of common in-
terest. We have improved our econo-
mic, cultural and scientific links with
Burma.

We have saught to strengthen our
relations with our neighbours in
South-East Asia as well ag with Japan
and other countries of East Asia. We
rejoiced at the ending of the prolong-
ed hostilities in Indo-China and have
welcomed the negotiations leading to
the reunification of the two Zones of
Vietnam, We believe that a reunited
Vietnam and stable and economically
strong Cambodia and Laos will cons-
titute forces for peace and stability
in South-East Asia. I visited Indonesia
in March, 1975, where I found a grow-
ing awareness of the possibilities and
mutual advantages of increased eco-
nomie, industrial and technological
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co-operation between Indonesia and
India.

We have close and friendly ties with
Afghanistan, based on historical and
cultural affinity and on similarity of
approach 1o current problems. We
are gratified that programmes of tech-
nical and economic co-operation are
making good progress,

Our understanding and mutually
beneficial exchanges with Iran have
grown and become more varied. An

important landmark in this process
has been the signing of agreements
for the development of the Kudre-

mukh Iron Ore Project,

Economie, commercial and cultural
contacts with the Arab countries con-
tinued to make progress. My visit to
the Arab Republic of Egypt and the
Sudan gave me deeper insight into the
problems of West Asia Government
reaffirms its belief that lasting peace
m West Asia will not be achieved un-
till Arab territorieg seized by force are
speedily vacated and the legitimate
rights of the Palestinian people res-
tored.

We greet Mozambique, Angola, Cape
Verde, Sac Tome and Principe on their
achievement of independence from
centuries of Portuguese colonialism.
We also welcome the emergence to in-
dependence of Comoros, Surinam and
Papua New Guinea.

We cannot but condemn armed in-
tervention by South Africa in the
internal affairg of Angola. India has
steadfastly supported the organisation
of Africap unity and will join with
Africa in al] measures to end apar-
theid, to liberate Namibia and to end
1acist minority rule in Zimbawe and
South Africa.

India’s relations with the Soviet
Union and countries in Eastern Europe
are characterised by a spirit of warm
friendship, understanding and mutual-
ly beneficial co-operation in a widen-
ing variety of fields, These countries
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have consistently supported India on
all issues of vital concern. In the last
fewy months, a number of high level
visits have been exchangeq and I
visited Hungary and Yugoslavia,

In Europe, the successful conclusion
of the conterence on Security and Co-
operation marks an important step in
the consolidation of peace. This spirit
of detente should extend to other parts
of the world where conflict and ten-
sion persist. Our economic co-opera-
tion as well ag relations in the fields
of trade and science and technology
with the EE.C, and other countries of
Western Europe has continued to ex-
pand,

We desire a mature and cbnstructive
relationship with the Uniteg States of
America A serious effort should be
made to understand each other with
a view to strengthening peace, stability
and co-operation.

The next conference of Heads of
State and Government of non-aligned
countries will be helq in Sri Lanka in
August this year. We are glad that
the 'validity of non-alignment has
come to be recognised more widely,
At the same time attempts are being
made to weaken and dilute the non-
alighed movement. We shall continue
to strive to preserve the fundamental

principles of non-alignment and the
solidarity ang effectiveness of non-
aligned countries,

The most siriking feature of the

world economy is dominance by a
small number of rich countries. The
developing poor countries bear the
brunt of the burden. As each year
passes, the problems of these countries
become more acute. This trend must
be reversed urgently and steps taken
to establish a new world economic
order. The consensus reached at the
seventh special session of the United
Nationg General Assembly marks the
beginning of a dialogue. In the Paris
Conference on Internationa} Economic
Co-operation, we contributed construc-
tively in an effort to evolve equitable
solutions to the problems of energy,

)
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the pricing of raw materials and in-
dustrial products and of the economic
development of poor countries. We
hope that concrete agreements for
action will be reached in relevant in-
tirnational forums ag early as possible.

Honourable Members, in view of the
uncertainties of the international
situation, especially on our sub-conti-
nent and the neighbourhood, the con-
tinuing challenge of forces of disrup-
tion at home and the need to accele-
rate our social and economic pro-
grammes, the nation should remain
vigilant and disciplined. There must
be constant effort to improve perfor-
mance and bring about changes and

reforms in every sphere of national
life.

Before concluding, I should like to
refer to the unprecedented tragedy in
Chasnala Colliery, which has plunged
the whole nation in deep sorrow. The

work on clearing the mine of the
flooded water is in progress. Several
friendly countries and a number

of organisations within the country
have come forward to assist this ope-
ration. Government will spare no
efforts to mitigate the sufferings of
the affected families and to improve
conditions of safety for workers.

Your present session will be a short
one, but the agenda is heavy. In addi-
tion to pending business from the last
session and the conversion of Ordinan-
ces into Acts of Parliament, you have
to consider the bill on urban land,
which will be introduced during the
sesion, There js not a minute to
waste. I am sure you will provide the
clear, bold and firm lead which the
people expect. I summon you to your
labours and wish you all success. Jai
Hind.

OBITUARY REFERENCES

MR. CHAIRMAN: I have to refer
with profound sorrow to the passing
away of Shri K. Kamaraj and three
of qur ex-Memhers—Dr. N. S, Hardi-
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ker, Shri Rama Bahadur Sinha and
Shri B, Shiva Rao.

Shri Kumaraswami Kamara), a
man of masses, was in rapport with
the poor and down-trodden whgo un-
derstood him perfectly and whom he
easily understood.

Born in 1908 at Virudhunagar, Shri
Kamara] had no advantages of birth,
fortune or education, yet by dint of
sacrifice and sincerity ang through
sheer organisational ability and sturdy
commonsense he, while starting life
as an ordinary soldier in the struggle
for freedom, rose to the highest posi-
tion in the Congress Party, in the
administration and in national life.
As a true Gandhian, his sphere of
influence was not confined to his
home State only, but was spread over
the entire country. Starting his
career as a freedom fighter with his
participation in the Salt Satyagraha
Movement, his deep involvement con-
tinued in the National Movements of
1932, 1941, 1942 and 1945. Such parti-
cipations earned him imprisonment
many a time and he remained in jail
for several years. He became (1) a
member of the Tamil Nadu Congress
Executive Committee and the AICC in
1931; (2) Secretary, Tamil Nadu Con-
gres Committee in 1935; (3) Presi-
dent, Tamil Nadu Congress Committee
in 1939; (4) Member of the Congress
Working Committee in 1959; and (5)
President of the Indian National Con-
gress from 1964 to 1968.

He was elected to the Madras Le-
gislative Assembly in 1937 and re-
electeq in 1946, 1952, 1957 and 1962

and was the Chif Minister of Madras
(now Tamil Nadu) from 1954 to 1963.
He was a member of the Constituent
Assembly, wag elected to the Lok
Sabha in 1969; re-elected in 1971 and
wag its Member till his death.

His demise has removed from our
midst a remarkable personality who
wielded considerable influence and
commanded the respect of all sections.

His death is a great loss to the
nation.
