(c)the reasons for such high dropouts;

(d)whether there is any scheme or projects to check the school dropouts
especially for the girls and to compel the school attendance;

(e)if so, the details thereof; and

School Dropouts

(a) and (b) As per the Selected Educational Statistics for the year 2002-03, the
dropout rate for classes 1-VIII is about 53 per cent. State-wise and category-
wise numbers of children enrolled in class I and who do not complete education
upto class V and class VIII for the years 2000-01 to 2002-03 are given in the
enclosed Statement (See below).

(c) Both socio-economic and school related factors affect dropouts.

(d)and(e) The Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan (SSA) seeks universalisation elementary
education by 2010 as well as universal retention by 2010. SSA has a special focus on
girls and children of weaker sections. Incentives like free textbooks target these children
under the programme. The Education Guarantee Scheme and Alternative and
Innovative Education, a component of SSA is designed to support flexible strategies
for out of school children through bridge courses, residential camps, summer camps,
remedial coaching etc.

Two focused interventions—the National Programme for Education of Girls at
elementary level and the Kasturba Gandhi Balika Vidyalaya have been launched in 2004
to reach out girls, in particular working girls, over-aged girts who have not completed
elementary education and girls from marginalized social groups. These two programmes
are being implemented in identified educationally backward blocks where the femaie rural
literacy is below the national average and the gender gap is above the national

The Mid-day Meal Scheme aims to boost the progress towards
"universalisation of primary education” by increasing enroiment, retention and
attendance and simultaneously improving the nutrition status of students in
primary classes.

So, the drop-
out is nearly eighty per cent But, in his reply, the hon. Minister has not given any concrete
proposal to deal with this problem, rather he has just repeated the programmes that have
miserably failed to achieve the target So, I would like to request the hon. Minister to give
us concrete proposals, instead of giving us proposals or schemes of the Government
which have failed.

SHRI A VIJAYARAGHAVAN: Sir, we are all aware as to what has been our past
experience with regard to eradication of illiteracy and the drop-out problem. As per your
reply, there is one State, the State which I represent that is, the State of Kerala, where the
drop-out rate is zero. On the other hand, there are States where the drop-out rate is as
high as 80 per cent. It menu there it some lacuna in our schemes. And, it is alio a fact
that the
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economic position of Kerala is also not very good. It is just 11th or 12th in the country.
Quite a large number of people in Kerala belong to the Below Poverty Line category. But
here, it means, your policies have failed. With regard to implementation, you do not have
a correct monitoring system. It is a failure of the Central Government You have to accept
this failure first

Secondly, as per the last year's Budget, there is extra two per cent cess on
education. You are collecting money from people throughout the country. So, you have
an added responsibility. So, you must call all the State Governments, discuss this issue
and give an assurance to this august House. This is serious issue related to this
country. Throughout the world people are looking at our nation. You are sending
millions and millions of children to the child labour market It is a shame for this country.
Not only this, it is a shame before the world. So, you have to resolve this issue. You
have to come with a concrete proposal. You must give an assurance to this House
that you will call all the State Governments, call your officers, review the matter and come
with concrete programme rather than coming with these failed Government-sponsored
schemes. Give a specific assurance to this House that the Government will come with
aconcerte proposal

DR. BIMAL JALAN: Mr. Chairman, Sir, this is, obviously, an important issue. I have
a question and a suggestion to make. The question is: Is there a specific programme, apart
from setting up monitoring committees, for improving the dropouts rate in all the States.
That is the heart of the question. Is there a specific programme on what needs to be done?

I have visited a number of schools in the villages. The problem is twofold. One is that
the methods of teaching are very old. The equipment in the schools for teaching so as to
inculcate interest in the students is not there at all. This is my suggestion. Please look
into it.

Second point is that motivation of teachers is very weak. It is very weak in the sense that
other than teaching students they have about 30-35 other tasks to do So, these two areas
require action.

But I would like to know from the Minister whether there is a specific programme for
this, apart from setting up monitoring committees and so on and so forth. You should
have a specific programme in those areas where there are problems and what we need to do
about it. It can be done, Sir. As M. Vijayaraghavan has said, 'some States have done it.' If we
take it seriously, we can do if.
