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DR. K. MATHEW KURIAN: Sir,
the hon, Minister’s statement refers to
various types of diseases including the
bunchy top virus of banana, Sir, in
Kerala, we find that though there s re-
search on coconut during the last 25-30
years, they have not been able to rro-
duce any results, And, particularly.
with regard to the leafy diseases, and
large-scale destruction of coconut which
otherwise could have been utilized, is
taking place despite the fact that a large
amount is spent at the Coconui Research
Institute ac Kayam Kulam in Keralia.
Apparently, no research has come out
and the farmers and cultivators are still
suffering from this disease in the coco-
nut. Similarly, Sir, another thing which
the Minister has not mentioned is the
new disease, the yellow disease of paddy
in Kerala whereby large-scale destruc-
tion of paddy has taken place resulting
in reduction in the absolute production
of paddy. 1 want to know as to what
steps the Government has taken, whe-
ther there is any proposal to strengthen
the staff at the Coconut Research Insti-
tute at Kayam Kulam in Kerala, whe-
ther the Government has made any
study regarding the yellow disease of
paddy in Kerala and whether any solu-
tion has been found so far.
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SHRI ANNASAHEB P. SHINDE:
Sir. we are seized of al] these problems.
In fact, the hon. Member himself may
be aware how our agricultural scientists
went there, and they identified the
problems of rice. I think there is a
problem of changing the strains and in-
troducing new strains which are more
suitable to those agro-climatic condi-
tions. All these steps are being taken.
As far as the coconut disease is con-
cerned, a lot of research is on. 1 wish
the hon, Member will appreciate that
research results cannot be obtained by
giving orders from Dethi or elsewhere
and all' countries in the world strug-
gle with these problems. But as far as
our efforts in this direction are con-
cerned, there have been very well-orga-
nized efforts, there are positive results.
As far as coconut is concerned, our
main effort is to sfrengthen the strain
and a new hybrid strain is being intro-
duced by providing more and more
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nurseries and supplying planting mate-
rial, etc. That programme is on in
Kerala. As far as the research station
is concerned, steps have been taken to
strengthen the research side,

That target has been broken up
into sectoral targets and those have
been communicated to different States.
Whereas there is no question of purely
mathematical fulfilment of targets, we
certainly want to be assured that the
moneys that are being spent on family
planning are bringing in some kind of
a result. Therefore, there is evaluation
of performance and there is monitoring
of performance.
