13 peedless for me to emphasise that high
prices of raw cotton will mevitably lead
to highest prices of yarn and cloth affect-
ing consumers at home, including the
economically weaker sections as well as
the competitive status of our cotton tex-
tiles 1n export markets

As Hon ble Membeis may be aware, the
agrwcultural Prices Commission goes 1nto
the cost of nputs of valious agriculturat
commodities including cotton and recom-
mends support prices For 1972-73 cotton
year, the munimum support price for the
basic vanety, 11z, Punjab American 320-F,
was Rs 142 per quintal of kapas For
1973-74 season, the recommended support
price was Rs 170 per quintal for the same
variety As gainst this, average market
prices pievailing m the 1972-73 and 1973-
74 scason were Rs 225 per quntal and
Rs 290 per quntal respectively Kapas
prices thus registered a sharp increase of
wbout 26 5 per cent 1n the 1973-74 season
over 1472 73 levels

It is understood that prices of kapas of
320-F variety 1 Punjab, Haryana and
Rajasthan markets are presently ruling bet-
ween Rs 280—Rs 320  per quintal
Though these prices représent a decline as
compared to the peak levels reiched 1n

ftve vomestic demand Export maikets
have ualso been considerably depressed m
t1e.ent months  Some cotton textile mulls
hd reacted 1o this situation by closing
therr third shifts, with attendant hardship
on the l.bour Government have taken
wognisance of this situation and will take
Ul possible measures to see that produc-
tron and prices are stabilised at reasonable
‘evels 1 the nterests of the consumer
Several mills have alieady reduced thetr
ex-mll prices to clear stocks Efforts are
boing made to push up exports nspite
of adverse imternational conditions We
are teasonably confident that as a result
of these «fforts favourable conditions will

tions such as the availability of funds and
the necessary infra-structure for this puor-
