Statement

(a) 30.37 lakh tonnes during January to
October, 1974 as against 27.6 lakh tonnes
during the corresponding period in 1973.

(b) The uniform retail price of levy
sugar has remained unchanged at Rs. 2.15
per kg. throughout the country during the
year so far. The retail prices of free-sale
sugar Y fairly stable till about June, 1974.
The rise in the prices thereafter is
attributable to the following reasons:

(i) Cut in sugar quota released for in-
ternal consumption, involving
corresponding reduction in the quantum
of levy sugar available for distribution
through fair price shops and the
consequent building up of pressure on
free sale sugar.

(ii) Increase in the rate of excise duty
on free-sale sugar from 30 per cent to to
37 £ ad valorem from 15th December,
1973 and the upward revision in tariff
value of free-sale sugar from June, 1974.

(ii1) Export of sugar during 1974 being
much higher than that in 1973.

(iv) General inflationary trend in the
economy.

(c) When the price of sugar in the open
market went abnormally high in September,
1974, the Government released an addi
tional quantity of 50,000 tonnes of free sale
sugar to meet the festival demands and
tliis had a salutary effect. The Govern
ment will keep the position under constant
watch and take such possible action as may
be called for.]

Statement

The main features of the new system ot
examination are as follows :—

(i) The results of the Secondary School
Course Examination will be furnished in
terms of Grades for each subject on a five
point senile as under :—

Grade 1 : Outstanding
Grade 2 : Very Good
Grade 3 : Good Grade
4: Fair Urade 5 : Poor

These Grades will roughly correspond res-
pectively to the  following percentage of
marks:

75 per cent and above; 60 per cent and
above but below 75 per cent;
45 per cent and above but helow 60 per
cent;
33 per cent and above but below 45
per cent;
below 33 per cem.

(i1) No overall Grade will be given tor
purpose of certification. The certificate
will indicate the achievement of the pupil
in terms of Grades in each subject. The
practice of fail-pass will, thus, be done
away with.

(ii1) Anyone desiring to improve his
Grade in any subject(s) at the Secondary
School Course Examination will be per-
mitted to reappear in it at the next
examination.
