(b) The uniform retail price of levy
sugar has remained unchanged at Rs. 2.15
per kg. throughout the country during the
vear so far, The retail prices of free-sale
sugar wyere fairly stable till about June,
1974. he rise in the prices thereafter is
attributable to the following reasons:

(i) Cut in sugar quota released for in-
ternal consumption, involving correspond-
ing reduction in the quantum of levy
sugar available for distribution through
fair price shops and the consequent
building up of pressure on free sale
sugar.

(ii) Increase in the rate of excise duty
on free-sale sugar from 30 per cent to

(1) No overall Grade will be given
tor purpose of certification, The cer-
tificate will indicate the achievement of
the pupil in terms of Grades in each sub-
ject.
