The Ministry of External Aftairs
have, however, invited the attention of
Foreign Missions, the United Nations and
its specialized Agencies and other Privileg-
ed Bodies in India, to the infringement of
Game Rules by "the Diplomatic and non-
Diplomatic Officials and indicating that
those violating Game Rules render them-
selves liable to prosecution and penalities
as provided under the laws. The Missions
have been informed that certain States
have already banned all shooting from
Octaober, 1974 to QOctober, 1975, and that
it has been decided not to import ammu-
nition for officials of the Diplomatic Mis-
sions for shotgun and Rifles etc. till the
end of October, 1975 and that personnel of
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to Questions 82
Diplomatic Missions should not carry
shotguns and Rifles on person or in their
vehicles for a period of one year i.e. upto
October, 1975. The Foreign Missions
have been requested once again to extend
their cooperation and to stress on their
officials the necessity for compliance with
the Game Rules and Regulations of the
vurious States.
