PATEL) : (a) Reports indicating a decline
in the off-take of fertiliser in June-August
1974 as compared to the corresponding
months of 1973 had been received in res-N
pect of some of the States. It is assessed
that the decline was due to a number of
factors like natural calamities of drought |
and floods, credit squeeze, increase in prices |
changed in the internal distribution system?
in some States, etc. These were, however,
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bv and large temporary factors and mostly
requiring some adjustments in financial and
internal distribution arrangements. The off-

take has subsequently shown trends of re-
covery in most of the States.

(b) Yes: Sir. It is estimated that dur-
ing the Rabi 1974-75 season, availability
of fertilizers may be roughly 30 per cent
short of the rcquirements.

(¢) (i) Maximum steps are being taken
to increase production from domestic manu-
facturers.

(ii) Efforts are being made to impert |
the maximum possible guantities.

(iii) A drive has been undertaken for
the most economical use of the available
fertilizer.

(iv) Efforts are being made to supple-
ment the use of chemical fertilizers by
the use of organic manures and rural urban
compost.
