companies operating on the coastal trade are 
inclining losses. But, such loss are generally 
computed by the companies over a period of 
time in respect of their fleet as a whole and 
not on individual shipwise basis. 

(b) Though the shipping companies are 
reluctant to operate on the coast, they have 
been persuaded to undertake coastal voyages 
depending upon the need and availability of 
cargoes. 

(c) Government is seized of the whole 
matter with a view to evolving a rational and 
economic structure for freight and other 
issues concerning the  coastal  trade.
