“In June the Indian Government
imposed on the people of Sikkim
the so-called ‘Government of Sikkim
Bill’, which it had concocted single-
handedly. And, more recently, the
Indian Parliament adopted a cons-
titutional amendment, making Sik-
kim a so-called ‘associate state’ of
Indja. To put it bluwtly, this is the
annexation of Sikkim. It is an-
other naked act of expansionism
perpetrated by the Indian Govern-
ment after dismembering Pakistan
by armed force.

The Indian Government’s annexa-
tion of Sikkim has aroused the op-
position of the Sikkimese people as
well as the Indian people and met
with condemnation hy India’s nei-
ghbours and world public opinion.
The Soviet propaganda organs
alone, sing praises of India. This
shows that Soviet revisionist so-
cial-imperialism is the boss behind
the scences of Indian expansionism.”
