1973 to 20th February, 1975, there were 1,610 
train accidents in the categories of collisions, 
derailments, level crossing accidents and fires 
in trains on the Indian Government Railways. 

(b) In these accidents 482 persons were   
killed   and   1,631   injured. 

(c) An amount of Rs. 7,44,885 has so far 
been paid as compensation for loss of life and 
property and injuries in these  accidents. 

In the case of the Railway employees killed 
or injured in these accidents, a sum of Rs. 
3,10,000 has so far been paid under the 
Workmen's Compensation  Act
