Then, Sir, we have been told that Dr. Kissin-
ger is likely to visit this country soon and 1
would ask the Government not to allow him
to visit this country now, but postpone it
till the American politics has settled, because
we do not know whom Dr. Kissinger will be
representing now and, farther, Dr. Kissinger
has been mentioned in the Watergate affair.. .

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN : This has
nothing to do with the business of the House.

SHR1 BHUPESH GUPTA : .. .ang,
therefore, he should not be allowed to come
to this country now.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN : You are
making a speech on Dr. Kissinger and on Mr.
Nixon. What do you want the House to do ?

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA : Sir, I am not
making a speech on Mr. Kissinger. I am not
making a speech on him. All that I am asking
is that, in view of the recent developments,
Dr. Kissinger’s visit should be put off.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN : How are
ve concerned ?

SHRI RABI RAY (Orissa): How many
imes has Dr. Kissinger visited Moscow ?

SHRI N. G. GORAY (Maharashtra):
Ar. Bhupesh Gupta, how many times has Dr.

SHR1 BHUPESH GUPTA: Well, the
arliament should discuss that also. Sir, 1
ras making two suggestions. The (wo opera-
ve portions of my speech are : Mr. Kaul
wuld be brought back to our country in order
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to have consultations. Whatever Mr. Kaul
was saying has proved to be wrong.

Secondly, the visit of Dr. Kissinger should
be definitely deferred, if not altogether stopped,
because the American politics has not yet
settled and I do not know what is going to
happen in view of these developments.

Once again, Sir, before 1 sit down, I take
the opportunity to thank the American people
for having got Mr. Nixon out.

SHRI NIREN GHOSH (West Bengal) :
Sir, I would like, in the next week or the weck
thereafter, two major items to be accommodated
in the list of business which should be discussed.
One is the Report of Sir J.C. Ghosh on the
synthetic oil project, which was deliberately
hushed up for about twenty years. A con-
spiracy was there and ultimately, it was un-
earthed, to some extent, by me and, finally,
Mr. Borooah was compelled to hunt for it
and get a copy of it. This has a vital bearing
on the entire economy of the country. The
entire economy of the country would bhave
changea and we would not have had to spend
about five thousand crores of rupees on im-
ports and other things and it would not have
been necessary at all. Anyway, Sir, that
Report should be discussed and there should
be a Shori-Duration discussion on this and
notice has been given by Members from ail
sides.

Then, Sir, there 1s another thing : From the
very beginning we have been saying that this *
Report on the synthetic oil project should
be discussed and immediately, the Bihar
situation should be taken up. Sir, now
Bihar is burning and the entire administration
there has collapsed and the House must discuss
the Bihar situation. Now, Sir, the time has
come for this and it should be included in the
list of business.
