SHRI MOHAN DHARJA : I am not
having the other figures of the past performance.
But I am prepared to make it available to Shri
Gupta or to the House. It is my duty.

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA Why 1
asked you this question is to bring it from your
mouth. I know the figure. Your’s is the
official mouth. 1 know that the backlog of
unemployment isincreasing owing tothe fact—
1 can spell out the facts—that there is a gap
hetween new employment opportunities created
every year and the additional labour force which
enters the market. We have already gota
backlog and this gap continues. Therefore,
it goes on increasing whereas your Second
Five Year Plan said that unemployment should
be reduced. With every Plan unemployment
mounts higher.

SHRI MOHAN DHARIA : Eventhough
I have not brought the figures, I am again pre-
pared to say that the backlog has been enhan-
cing...

SHR]I BHUPESH GUPTA :
you hesitate ?

SHRI MOHAN DHARIA : As again
emphasized by Shri Bhupesh Gupta today,
some structural change in the whole economy
will be necessary. What that structural change
would be will have to be considered. I can
say that poverty is prevalent in two areas:
(1) where youngsters are unemployed totally,
and (2) where they are under-employed. About
those who are under-employed, how additional
income could be provided even in rural areas
or in urban arecas and about those who are un-
employed how we can provide jobs or gainful
employment opportunities. This is the whole
strategy of the Fifth Plan as we have laid down

GRAVES AND SELLING BONES BY THE

DROUGHT-HIT PEOPLE OF OSMANA- |

BAD TALUK IN MAHARASHTRA
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“The down-trodden community in Os-
manabad taluk has been forced to dig up
graves for saleable bones while over 200
girls have left for Bombay to earn a living
through prostitution. These are the findings
of the Maharashtra State Famine Relief
and FEradication Committee. The Commit-
tee recently torred Sholapur and Osmanabad
districts which have been hit by successive
droughts for the past three yecars. Mr,
Mhite 1isolayed to newsmen here yesterday
askullanisome= bones which he said had been
collected at Bzmbli in Osmanabad to be sold
at 20P. a kg. Local merchants resell the bones
to the fertiliser factories. The successive
droughts, death of a large number of bulls,
multiplication of midgetflies'and rodents and
callousness of the administration had added
to the misery of the people, he said. Mr.
Mohite said that an exodus of a large number
of villagers had already begun as the Govern-
ment Departments would not give them
jobs... ”
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“Those still staying there told to the com-
mitte that 200 girls had left their homes to
avoid starvation.

“Poverty had compelled the villagers to
sell whatever was left in their houses. New
shops were opened to buy farm tools, uten-
sils and idols of gods from the poor people,
all at very cheap rates, Mr. Mohite said.

“He said the villagers were provided only
two kg. of foodgrains a month which could
not meet theirr needs.

“Mr. Mohite and other members of the
committee showed newsmen pieces of bread
the people ate in the region. The bread was
prepared with inferior variety of jowar mixed
with wild weeds or leaves...”
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REFERENCE TO SCARCITY CONDITIONS
IN MAHARASHTRA

SHRI K.N. DHULAP (Maharashtra) :
While replying to my Calling Attention nctice,
the Munister for Agriculture replied that the
State is capable enough to deal with scarcity
conditions, in different States, particularly in
Maharashtra. Now, Sir, this is the news from
Maharashtra. This is a very grave situation
where people from villages, from Osmanabad
District and Sholapur District, are compelled
to dig up graves and pick up bones to sell in
the market to eke out their living. This is a
very serious situation, which not only the State
Government should take note of, but the Cen-
tral Government should also take note of, and
immediate measures should be adopted by the
Government to meet the situation. After a
great deal of ‘hulla gulla’ about the employment
