3016 have been allotted so far.

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(¢) Ag on 1-2-1975, the waiting list
for telephone connectiong i, Delhi
Telephone District wag 1,02,678. Dur-
ing the 5th Plan period, it has been
planned to increase the present
capacity of Delhi Telephone system
by about 50,000 lines.

SHRI MAQSOOD AL] KHAN: Sir,
wkat is the criterion that iy being
adopted, so far ag the allotment of the
surrendered telephones "is concerned
and whether it is being adhered to?

SHRI S. D. SHARMA: Tae allot_
ment of surrendered telephones is
being done according to the  usual
practice. A particular percentage is
allotted to OYT, otherg in the genersl
category according to the applications,
and to the special category on  the
advice of the Telephone Advisory
Committee.

SHRI MAQSOOD ALI KHAN: Sir,
the question today ig not only of the
allotment of these telephones bug the
congestion which the people expe-
rience, and on account of this conges-
tion of the traffic they are unable to
make use of their telephoneg correct=
ly. Is any method being adopted to
see that the lines that have been
granted to them work properly?

SHRI S. D. SHARMA: 1 agree
with the Member that there is a great
deal of congestion in Delhi, which i3
obvious from the fact that we ‘have
got a long list of 103,000 people who
. are waiting. Naturally they are
using telephones which are there. I
think the telephone lines ip Delhi are
the 'most congested.

Secondly, there hag been a difficulty
in telehpone connections because of
the crossbar that we had purchased
and which required a large number
of corrections. As I had informed
the House in the last session, we are
trying to correct these faults which
were found, and we hope that by May
in two of the exchanges the faults
will have been corrected and the
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working will be better in these two,
and in the thirg also, I hope, by
October.

SHRIMATI SUMITRA G. KUL-
KARNI: Sir, just now the @on.
Minister submitted that according to
the Telephone Advisory Committee’s
advice, telephoneg will be issued with
regard to the queue. I would ke
to submit for your information, Sir,
that there nave beep very serious
complaints coming about the working
of the Telepnone Advisory Committee.
It ig reported that some memberg of
this Committee are inclinegq to take
side money for giving telephone con-
nections. Is the hon. Minister aware
of thig aspect of the thing? Are they
taking some serious steps to ensure
tha; an honest deal is given to those
people who are on the waiting list?
Secondly, he just now said something
also about the crossbar. It is our
experience that it is breaking down
and there are a number of faultg oc-
curring in the lines. Wil] he agree
with me that the crossbar system
has not succeeded in other parts of
the world also, ang that since we
have accepted this it hag added to
our problems? What steps are they
taking to rectify thig situation?

SHRI S. D. SHARMA. Sir, there
Ylave been allegations like the one
mentioned by the Member. But we
depend on the Telephone Advisory
Committee. We try to appoint all
the members with great care and
naturally we have to trust them.
The other way could have been that
the Government would have done
this. But we decideg that it is 'much
better that the public are associated.
So far as the appointment of the
Telephone Advisory Committes itself
is concerned, detailed rules have been
drafted. There are representatives of
the medical profession ang Chambers
of Commerce ang also State Govern.
Parliament
Members are also there. All these
rules and recommendationg are there
on the basis of which the T.A.C. is _
appointed. Now, these allegations
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have been there and we are consi-
dering if certain guidelines could
be provided. 1 will naturally like
to be khelpeq in this. Of course, cer-
tain general guidelines are there for
the medical profession and other spe-
cial categories. So far ag the cross-
bar is concerned, the position is that
crossbar as such hag not faileq in
the world. Perhaps, the largest num-
ber of countries are using the
crossbar system. What actually hap-
pened wag that the system that we
got was not up to the mark and it
had to be improved. They said that
it haq failed because there was con-
gestion in India. But we know tl}e
defects. Ag I informed the House in
the last session, the suppliers agreed
to carry out these corrections and
also to pay for them. So, we cannot
say anything aibout the crossbar as
such. Crossbar itself has got a
number of varieties. The one variety
that we adopted was Pentakonta. The
other systemg have been working in
Japan, Sweden and other countries.
So, the crossbar itself is not bad.
The crossbar that we imported here
wag not founq satisfactory. We have
improved it and it has worked better.
We have provided more lineg which
were produced by the 1.T.1. in cer-
tain parts of India and as 1 have been
informed and also I have seen  for
myself, there they are working much
more satisfactorily than they have
been working in Delhi. The hope
ig that after these corrections .have
been, made, they will work satisfac-
torily in Delhi also.

SHRIMATI SUMITRA G. KUL-
KARNI: I woulg like to submit one
thing. The clarification T wanted was
that there are very serioug allegations
about the malpracticeg being indulg-
ed in by the Telephone Advisory Com:-
mittee. What steps are being taken
to check it?

SHRI S. D. SHARMA: To be able
to 'meet the total demand in Delhi
looks to be a very difficult thing
because at present, as I said, the wait-
ing list is 1,02,678. Even if we ar¢
able to achieve what we have plan.
ned in the Fifth Plan, we may be able
to provide a total of about 50,000 tele~
phone connections, By that time, I
think the number in the waiting list
will remain almost the same. Unless
we have some 'method by whicp we
can get more money, it will be very
difficult for me to say when it will
be possible to provide zll the tele-
pione. It may be in the 7th Plan
or the 8th Plan.

Another system 13
added to it which could have added
to the efficiency. But somehow the

whole thing is creating difficulties.
We are trying to meet the require-
ments and we are very serious about
it. Not only are we providing tele-
phones from the I.T.I. but in the
world tender that hag been issued,
we are providing 20,000 lines for Cal-
cutta while we are providing only
7,000 lineg for Delhj out of the world
tender which is likely to be finalized
in a short time. So far ag the second
part is concerned, I can gssure him
that F&T Department does not involve

ing it satisfactory; in Madras it is
working very well. It is working as
well ag or as bad as the strowger,
if T may say so. The reason is that
there we have put up the improved
version. So far ag the crossbar 1is
concerned, the manufacture hag been
g0ing on for a number of years and
a large number of lines have been
produced. The idea is not that we
are putting up a new factory. It is
our own. The system of crossbar that
we have developed—ip fact, we can
now claim—is based on the experience
of other countries but it is our own.
Not only that. We are not only
manufacturing for ourselves. We are
also manufacturing for other countries,
Surianam, for instance, hag purchaused
lines worth about Rs. two croreg from
Usg in a world-wide tender. We got
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the tender because they found that
the crossbar system ag developed in.
India is superior tg the crossbar sys-
tem working elsewhere.
