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medicines are issued to CGHS beneficiaries 
for a week at a time except in T.B. and 
Epilepsy cases where it is issued for one 
month and a fortnight respectively. In cases, 
where the specialists prescribe medicines for a 
longer period the same are supplied for one 
week at a time. The reason being (i) the 
medicines may not suit the patients and the 
specialist may change the prescription after 
some time and (ii) medicines like capsules etc. 
are hygroscopic and unless kept properly in 
air-tight containers may get spoiled. In either 
of the above cases, the medicines dispensed 
for longer periods may go waste. 

Medicines are issued to patients for four 
weeks if they have to proceed out of station or 
on such reasonable grounds for which 
sanction is accorded by the competent 
authority.

S. NURUL HASAN): (a) to (c) A 
proposal for establishing a Hindi medium 
University in South India was mooted 
several years ago. In this connection, the 
Government of Mysore (now Karna-taka) 
had offered to find land for the proposed 
University. The proposal was carefully 
considered in consultation with the 
University Grants Commission and it was 
felt, inhr-alia that the establishment of a 
purely Hindi medium University in the area 
which taught in Hindi to the exclusion of 
the regional languages and English might 
not be desirable from the point of vew of 
national integration. The proposal was, 
therefore, dropped. 

In reply to Unstarred Question No. 9919 
answered on May 15, 1970 in the Lok 
Sabha (copy attached), the Minister of State 
in Ministry of Education and Youth 
Services had stated that there were no pro-
posal to start Hindi University in the 
country.
