(a) the number of oil wells in east Assam 
which are lying unexplored and since when 
are these lying un-explored and  the  reasons   
therefor;   and 

(b) by when Government propose to put  
them  in  use  again?] 

t[THE MINISTER OF PETROLEUM 
AND CHEMICALS (SHRI D. K. 
BOROOAH) : (a) In ONGC fields of Assam, 
about 70 wells are lying idle. Of these, 7 are 
poor oil producers. The remaining 63—lying 
idle since the time of completion of drilling 
ranging from 1965 to 1973—are awaiting 
iastallation of production facilities, workover 
operations and construction of flow, lines, 
pipelines etc. In so far as Oil India Ltd. is 
concerned, 23 wtlls are awaiting workover 
operations, the setting up of production 
facililies etc., since the time of their 
completion of drilling during the period  
1960—1973. 

(b) The ONGC has planned to put the idle 
wells into production by April, 1975. The 
Oil India Ltd. expects to set up production 
facilities etc. in the near future and take up 
workover operations in 1977.]
