SHAFI QURESHI) (a) No upgrading
proposal has so far been formulated for the
accounts clerks cadre of the Northern
Railway.

(b) No, Sir. The promotions of such staff
are dependent on the availability of the
vacancies.

Staff who have qualified in the departmental
examinations are given incentives in the
shape of advance, or enhanced
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increments till they are promoted. These
incentives are allowed in the Authorised
Scale of Pay and the question of providing
corresponding incentives under the revised
pay scales is under consideration.

Abolition of First Class Air-conditioned
Coaches

justification.
