SHRI LAL K. ADVANI (Delhi):
Mr. Chairman, through you I would
like to draw the attention of the Gov-
vernment as well as this House to the
situation in Bihar today which I think
is explosive and which is  pregnant
with incendiary possibility. Of course,
I do not want to repeat what has ap-
peared in the Press today about the
events of yesterday in which five peo-
ple have been killed and two days
back seven people were shot dead in
Bettiah. I am not going into details.
But, Sir, [ think that there is need to
understand the nature of this upsurge
in Bihar. This is not an isolated inci-
dent. There was an attempt even in
Gujarat to present the whole situation
as if it is a local phenomenon. It
should be understood that today the
youth is literally boiling with anger
?md indignation at whatever is happen-
ing there.

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Sir, the agitation is based upon
four planks—soaring prices, mounting
unemployment with which they are
directly related, scarcity of essential
commodities and corruption. These are
the four issues on which the youth of
Bihar are feeling agitated and in res-
pect of which they had announced that
they are going to stage a peaceful de-
monstration in front of the State As-
sembily.

Sir, T have seen a report in the
Searchlight of March 16, with which
hon’ble Minister here and the Central
Government is connected. 1 would like
the Government to explain  whether
this is true because it gives as headline
on the front page saying:

“Centre asked Bihar to deal firmly
with students”. This is a kind of direc-
tive issued by the Government of India
to the State Government how it should
deal with the potential student unrest
that is brewing there. Sir, I am of the
view that in a situation of the present
kind the word “firmly” is only a syno-
nym for repression and they gave a
clear cheque, a clean certificate to the
Ghafoor Government to shoot the stu-
dents if they indulge in any kind of
agitation. Sir, I think that this was one
of the crucial errors in the dealing of
the Gujarat situation, I would like to
point out another error but the first
error was that the Government thought
that repression can crush a popular
movement. This was a popular move-
ment in Gujarat and a mass upsurge
of the people spearheaded by the youth
and the Government thought that by
taking recourse to firing, to curfew
orders, to lathi charges, to teargas shel-
ling, the agitation could be suppressed.
And I am afraid the same mistake, the
same blunder, the same bungles are
going to be repeated in Bihar. Gujarat,
I am of the view, was a classic inst-
ance of how a public agitation should
- not be handled by the Government,
and if the Government is bound upon
repeating the same bungle, I am sorry
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to predict that what happened in Gujar
rat is going to be repeated in Bihar
whether we like it or not.

Let no one be under any mistake that
one is planning another Gujarat in the
country or any part of the country.
If the Government, however, conti-
nues to indulge in this bungling, if it
fails to give to the people their mini-
mum requirements of food and raiment
and employment, then I am afraid,
whether we like it or not, Gujarat is
going to recur everywhere. And this is
not what I who belong to the Opposi-
tion alone say. I have before me the
Indian Nation also of Patna. It is not
an Opposition paper. It does not sup-

port the Opposition. It generally sup-
ports the Government.

SHRI LAL K. ADVANI: This is
news for me. Anyway the Indian
Nation of March 14 reads—I quote :

“Congress legislators, be they
ministerialists or dissidents, have

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rightly told Chief Minister Ghafoor
that what is happening in Gujarat
may happen in Bihar also if the Gov-
vernment does not take effective
steps to check price rise, hoarding,
profiteering, adulteration, etc. Oppo-
sition parties and detached people
have also been giving this warning
to the Government but that was dis-
missed as politically motivated, Is the
warning given by the Congress legis-
lators also politically motivated?—it
is asked. In fact, among the fcrces
that are at work to cut at the root
of the Government, Chief Minister
Ghafoor should also include Con-
gressmen, whether Ministers or ordi-
nary members of the party, who
shield corrupt officials and black-
marketeers. If only they withdrav
their powerful protection to the
enemies of the people, the situation
would start improving in Bihar as
price rise or scarcity of essential
commodities in this State is, to a
great extent, a man-made crisis.”

Sir, it is, therefore, that [ say that this
mistake of repression, first of all, should
not be repeated. The second mistake
committed in Gujarat was the failure
* of the Government to realise that what
was happening in Gujarat was not a
political movement, You blamed it on
the Jan Sangh. It was not a Jan Sangh
movement. You blamed it on the Mar-
xists. It was not a Marxist movement.
IThe Chief Minister of Gujarat blamed
it on his opponents in the Congress. It
was not a Congress rebel movement, It
was a mass movement and the failure
to realise this made you all along try
to make scapegoats of your political
adversaries. You arrested so many of
Jan Sangh workers, Communist wor-
kers and Socialist workers under the
. MISA. This morning’s report tells me
that the ex-Chief Minister of Bihar,
Mr. Karpoori Thakur, the Vice-Presi-
. dent of Bihar Jan Sangh, Mr. Thakur
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Prasad and our ex-Minister and present
MLC, Mr. Sarangi, have been arrested.
So I think that the second mistake was
the failure to realise that this is a youth
movement basically and it is not a
political party-inspired movement. You
are trying to blame it on those people,
I tell you, whose co-operation you
should secure in restoring normalcy to
the situation. And you are putting
those people in jail; you are putting
them behind the bars. Therefore, Sir,
through you, I would plead with the
Government not to allow Gujarat to be
repeated there. Gujarat, after all, had
a lesson. And the lesson was that if the
Government fails to provide to the
common man his minimum require-
ments of a nomal, decent life, then a
majority in the legislature is not going
to protect the powers that be from the
wrath of the people. This lesson should
be drawn. And then because the Army
has been called out in Patna, it is no
longer a State issue. It is an issue in
which the Central Government should
feel directly involved. Therefore, the
Home Minister should come out with a
full statement on the events that have
happened in Bihar. After all, the stu-
dents there are agitated over the fact
that during the last 12 years there have
been a number of eaquiry committees
pertaining to educational matters—and
the latest one was the Jaffar = Hussain
Committee—and all those reports are
gathering dust in the offices of the
Education Minstry; they are not be-
ing implemented. These are very per-
tinent issues. I would appeal to the
Government to come forth with a full
statement on the situation in Bihar.
Also T would request you to allow a
full-fledged debate in this House on the
Bihar situation.

SHRI MONORANJAN ROY (West
Bengal) : Sir, it is most unfortunate
that such a serious situation has taken
place in Patna yesterday. But it has
been developing for the last one week
in Betia, Muzaffarpur and other parts
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of Bihar. Firing upon the agitating
students has been resorted to. The stu-
dents started the agitation not for their
own issues but particularly on the ques-
tion of high prices and non-availability
of food. These two questions are the
questions of the people of India as a
whole excepting a few, handful, privi-
leged classes, a handful of hoarders,
jotedars, a handful of monopolists and
profiteers. Excepting them, the ques-
tion of high prices, the question of food
shortage and the like are the questions
for the entire people of India. After
Gujarat, Bihar started the agitation. In
the last 26 years we have never known
anything except the repression let loose
by the Government on the people.
Here again now the situation has taken
a very stormy turn in Patna. If anyone
thinks that it is the anti-social elements
that are doing the mischief, he is in a
fools’ paradise. You want to befool the
the people of the entire country as you
tried to befool the people of Gujarat
when they went on an agitation. In
spite of your repression they did not
stop their agitation. A similar situation
is arising in Patna today. The news-
papers say that there is no administra-
tion at all there and that it is confined
to the Secretariat only. Unheard of
things are taking place. Firings, shoot-
ings, are taking place inside the House
and in the balcony of the House. It is
for the first time in the history of
Indian democracy, it is for the first
time in the history of Indian independ-
ence, that such firings are taking place
inside the Assembly Chamber. In spite
of it, I am surprised that the Home
Ministry has refused to come out with
a statement yet. I do not know what
made them to sit quiet. We do not
know what is happening today. We are
interested in knowing the developments
that are taking place in Bihar. There
is no word of condemnation from the
Government of the firing that is taking
place there, there 1s no word of con-

demnation of the attitude of the ad- | F[_f"‘\'q\ffsﬁ Lo TFo
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ministration there. You are just sitting
tight depending upon repression, re-
pression, alone let loose on the people.
I do not know how many people they
will kill, the people who are starving
today, the people who do not get any
food. And we get only big statements
from the Prime Minister that the peo-
ple of India are accepting this starva-
tion, this privation, and all that. She
is saying that the people are accepting
all this and there is no agitation; so she
is very happy. Now this has added to
the factional fight within the Congress,
and it is adding fuel to the fire. That
was s0 in Gujarat of which we shall
talk more during the discussion on that
Bill. ..

MR. CHAIRMAN: You have said
enough. Please sit down.

SHRI MONORANJAN ROY: Sir,
we have failed to condemn the attitude
of the administration there. Therefore.
In protest against this firing and there
being no statement coming out from
the Home Ministry, we the Members
of our party are walking out from the
House.

Bill, 1974

THE GUJARAT STATE LEGISLA-
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THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE
MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS
(SHR1 F. H. MOHSIN) : Sir, on behalf
of Shri Umashankar Dikshit T beg to
move ;

“That the Bill to confer on the
President the power of the Legis-
lature of the State of Gujarat to
make Taws, be taken into consi-
deration.”

[The Vice-Chairman (Shri V. B.
Raju) in the Chair]

Sir, the House is aware that in the
Proclamation dated the 9th February,
1974, in relation to the State of Guja-
rat, the President has declared that the
powers of the State Legislature shall
be exercised by or under the authority
of Parliament. However, in view of
the otherwise busy schedule of the two
Houses 1t would be difficult for the
Parliament to deal with the various
legislative measures that may be neces-
sary in respect of the State, There
would be a more difficult situation re-
garding emergent legislation. The Bill,
therefore, seeks to confer on the Presi-
dent the power of the State Legislature
to make laws in respect of the State.

It has been the normal practice to
undertake such legislation in relation
to the States under the President’s Rule
and the present Bill is on the usual
lines. Provision has been made for the
constitution of a Consultutive Com-
mittee consisting of Members of Parlia-
ment in this regard, Provision has also
been made to empower the Parliament
to direct modifications in the Jlaws
made by the President, if considered
necessary. 1 request the hon. House to
accept the legislative proposal before
us and to pass the Bill.
