Functioning of Allied Industries In Neyveli

97. SHRI THILLAI VILLALAN : Will
the Minister of INDUSTRIAL DEVELOP-

(a) and (b) So far as the units of the Neyveli
Lignite Corporation are concerned, it is re-
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ported that the Thermal Power Station and
the Briquetting and Carbonisation plants are
working at less than the installed capacity for
want of lignite. Necessary measures are being
taken to increass thz output of the lignite
mine. Additional equipment for bringing
up and stabilising lignite production at 4.5
million tonnes per annum are under procure-
ment and installation. The Corporation has
initiated further measures for stepping up the
output of the mine to 6.5 million tonnes per
annum.

So far as other industries in the Neyveli
area are concerned, no information has been
received to show that they are not working
at present due to non-availability of required
raw materials. Reports of non-availability
of raw materials in particular commodities
are looked into as and when they are received.
