varying degiees. At present, mainly five
States, namely, Maharashtra, Gujarat, Ra-
jasthan, Mysore and Andhra Pradesh are
affected by drought.

STATEMENT

The following measures have been taken
to meet the situation and the problems
created by (he scarcity conditions on
account of the droueht: —

(i) In order to provide employment to
the affected population, a large number of
test relief works have been undertaken by
the State Governments. Besides, schemes
for distribution of gratuitous relief and
free feeding programmes have also been
undertaken.

(ii) The difficulties in respect of drink-
ing water supply in some of the hard hit
areas are being tackled by measures such
as deepening of existing wells and boring
of new wells, sanction of loans/ grants for
digging wells, supply of water by water
tankers, carts, etc., stepping up of the
Accelerated Rural Water Supply Scheme,
adoption  of  specific ceilings of
expenditure for the purpose of Central
assistance for drinking water supply
arrangements.

(iii) The difficulties about fodder
supply are being met through measures
such as free and concessional supply of
fodder, opening of cattle relief camps and
migration of cattle, subsidies/loans for
raising fodder crop, pressing non-
conventional sources such as molasses,
sugarcane tops into use for fodder,
arrangements for purchase of fodder from
neighbouring States, concessional rates of
freight by Railways for movement of
fodder, throwing open of the forests for
grazing by cattle, fixation of special
ceilings of expenditure for fodder supply
and cattle relief for Central financial
assistance.

(iv) All necessary measures to prevent
the outbreak of diseases in the drought
affected areas are being taken, such as,
distribution of medicines, inoculation and
vaccination, disinfection of wells, estab-
lishment of mobile medical units etc.
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(v) Central Study Teams have visited all
the drought affected States and on the basis
of their recommendations, Central financial
assistance has been released to the State
Governments.

(vi) Reasonable quantities of food-grains
are being made available to the State
Governments. |
