In the absence of any comprehensive
scientific survey on consumption, it is not
| possible to frame precise quantitative esti-
mates of requirements and also of the
shortage in foodgrains. Available reports
received from the different States, however,
have shown shortfall in the production of
kharif foodgrains during the vear 1972-73.
An emergency agricultural production pro-
gramme has been launched to increase
production of rabi and summer foodgrains.
A limited quantity of foodgrains is also
being imported to tide over the present
shortfall  situation. As a long-tcrm
measure, wholesale trade in wheat and rice
is being taken over from the current res-
pective seasons.
