(li) They have ordered an imported 
solvent recovery plant after the installation 
of which, a saving of about Rs. 35 to Rs. 40 
lakhs per annum will be effected by 
avoiding solvent loss. The solvent and 
collodian storage tanks have been sand 
blasted and given a protective coat  for  
improving  their  efficiency.
